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ABSTRACT 

Skill is a term that encompasses the knowledge, competencies and abilities to perform operational tasks. 

Skills are developed through life and work experiences and they can also be learned through study. There are 

different types of skills and some may be easier to access for some people than others, based on things like 

dexterity, physical abilities and intelligence. 

Skills can also be measured, and levels determined by skill tests. Most jobs require multiple skills, and 

likewise, some skills will be more useful for certain professions than others. 

 

Skill development refers to the identification of skill gaps and developing the existing skills to enable a person 

to achieve his/her goals. The current generation lacks the necessary skills and there is a humongous gap 

between the skills existing in a person and the skills demanded by the industry. 

1) Skill development is important in the overall development of a student. 

2) For opportunities better- There are a few students who may not be academically strong. Introducing skill 

training and encouraging the weak students will help in providing equal opportunities.An idea of different 

career prospects Introducing skill development initiatives for the school students will help them to get an 

understanding of different career options. This will help them to plan their future accordingly. 

3) Preparing for future- The process of skill development introduces the students to employability-skills at a 

very young age. This ensures the right development of the students. 

4) Personal development- Learning skills will not only increase the opportunities but will also empower an 

individual. 

5) Skills like networking and communication go a long way in aiding the overall development of a person. 

6) Nurturing talents- Skill development helps to identify, develop and nurture talents/skills in a given field. 

 

What is Skills Development? 

 

Skills development is the process of (1) identifying your skill gaps, and (2) developing and honing these skills. 

It is important because your skills determine your ability to execute your plans with success. 

 

Imagine a carpenter trying to build a house. He has the raw materials but lacks good wood working tools. He 

has, however, a flimsy hammer and a small screwdriver.  
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Without the right tools like a hand saw, he can't turn these raw materials into house building pieces. 

 

It's the same with goal achievement. In goal achievement, your skills are your tools. The house is your goal. 

Just as you need the right tools to build a house, you need the right skills to build your goal. Without the 

right skills, you will only frustrate yourself, waste your time, and spend a lot of time dealing with 

rudimentary issues caused by the lack of knowledge or lack of skills, as opposed to progressing in your goal. 

While difficulty and struggle is part and parcel of any goal pursuit, without the right skills, you find yourself 

struggling more than necessary. Worse still, this struggle is unconstructive and doesn't help you move 

forward. 

 

Why Skills Development is Neglected Yet, why is skills development neglected? 

 

There are 2 big reasons: 

 

Firstly, people are often impressed by what others have accomplished without realizing what they went 

through to get there. We see their accolades and victories, and make gross assumptions about what it takes to 

succeed. Then we become disappointed when we attempt the goal, only to find out that it's not as easy as it 

seems. 

 

This is very common in blogging. People see big name internet “gurus” making 6–7 figure income from 

blogging. Thinking that it's easy, and perhaps perpetuated by the claims of said gurus who happen to sell you 

courses claiming to help you do the same, these folks start blogging as well, expecting to achieve the same 

results in a short period of time. They become rudely awakened when they don't even get a trickle of traffic 

after a few months, much less earn an income. Some press on; many give up. 

 

Secondly, some of us can be heavily self-critical. We look at how successful others are — the top coaches, 

internet gurus, award-winning performers, winners of the society — and conclude that we can never achieve 

the same. We feel that these people are somehow blessed with some special power that we don't have. I often 

have clients who say they want to achieve XYZ goal, but after seeing very established folks in the field, feel 

unconfident about their abilities. They then wonder, “What makes me think that I can succeed? I should just 

give up because these people are already so good and experienced. Who am I to compete?” 

 

Yet, it's about skills development. When we see others' successes, what we don't see are the countless hours 

they spent behind the scenes, honing their craft, and building their skills. What we see as “talent” in others is 

the result of their 10,000 hours of hard work where raw passion and human potential are turned into hard 

skills. Skills development is where we turn from beginner to novice, to intermediate, to senior, to expert. And 

henceforth, having the ability to conquer our goal. 

 

Your Skills Development: Hard and Soft Skills In developing your skills, I'd like you to consider 2 groups of 

skills:

Hard skills: Skills relating to any specific task; they are usually easily quantifiable. They tend to be 

knowledge- based, such as proficiency in a subject, certification, and technical skills. Fluency in Spanish, 

skills in XYZ software, graphic design, and programming are all hard skills. 

 

Soft skills: Skills relating to personality and tend to be transferable, such as communication, leadership, time 

management, stress management, decision making, adaptability, ability to deal with adversity, and 

networking. 

  

It's obvious why hard skills are important. You need domain-level knowledge to thrive in a goal. To be a 

successful YouTuber, you should at least have some video editing skills. To be a good blogger, you should 

have good writing skills and a good command of the language. To be a good software engineer, you need to 

know programming. 

 

But many people miss out on soft skills. For example, a writer may insist he is great at writing but get 0 book 

sales. Assuming his writing skills are top-notch, perhaps he lacks certain soft skills necessary for success, like 

networking, pitching, and self-marketing. After all, writing a successful book isn't just about having good 

writing skills: 

 

• You need to pitch to publishers/collaborators. 

• You need to market yourself to people. 

• You need insightfulness that helps you understand what people want and how to write stories that resonate 

with people. 

• Many best-selling authors today aren't necessary good writers but are either personalities with a large 

following (some of these folks don't even write their own books but use a ghost writer) or everyday people 

with a story that resonates with an audience 

 

That's not to say you focus on soft skills over knowledge. Both hard and soft skills are important. When you 

succeed based on only soft skills but with no hard skills, you lack the foundation to create new wins. It's a 

matter of time before people call you out on your bullshit. When you have only hard but no soft skills, you 

lack the savviness to hustle and showcase your talent to a bigger crowd out there. Both skills are equally 

important and complementary to each other. 

 

How to Start Developing Skills 

1) Start with the core skills 

If you're starting from ground zero, such as learning programming when you don't know anything about 

coding, it can be intimidating as there are a multitude of things to learn. Start with core skills first. 

Core skills are skills you absolutely need to succeed in your goal. They have a direct impact on your success. 

  

Secondary skills are of lower importance vs. the core skills. While they accentuate your success, your 

expertise in them do not make or break your goal.

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For example, when I started my business, there were many skills I had to pick up. I started with the core 

skills that I felt would be instrumental to my success: writing, coaching, training, and web marketing. These 

skills had a make-or-break effect on my goal. On the other hand, Pinterest, Facebook marketing, Twitter, and 

fancy web design, while helpful, were not instrumental to my success. These were consequently my 

secondary skills. While I took some time to learn the secondary skills, I dedicated the bulk of my time to 

mastering my core skills. 

 

What determines a core or secondary skill? It depends on your goal. As long as the skill has a critical impact 

on your goal, it is considered a core skill. If your goal is to be a life coach with a team of sub-coaches, then life 

coaching, leadership, team management, and training will be your core skills. If your goal is to be a life coach 

with an online setup, then life coaching, web marketing, content writing, and good technical skills will be 

your core skills. 

  

In times when it's not effective to learn certain skills, I recommend to outsource instead. Read my 

outsourcing guide here. 

 

2) Break into little steps 

 

With each skill, break the learning into small steps. 

Back when I was learning life coaching, Iidentified the sub-skills that would make a good coach, including 

listening skills, questioning skills, empathy, and patience. I subsequently gave myself a rating of 1–10 on each 

skill and worked on these skills by giving free sessions, taking a coaching workshop, reading books, and most 

importantly, working with people. I also developed my own coaching guidebook, which is my repository of 

coaching concepts and frameworks to coach people. I would collect feedback and review my performance 

after each coaching session, including identifying things that I did and didn't do well in, so I could improve. 

Doing these steps helped me become proficient quickly. I moved from coaching 1 person, to 2, to 4, to 8, to 10 

people within a few months. Soon I was coaching my 20th client, and then my 50th, and then my 100th. 

Before long I was seeing clear trends in my clients' aspirations and problems and could help them in a 

pinpointed manner. I also became proficient where I was able to accurately analyze each client's problems 

with a brief background and simple questions, and subsequently guide them out of their mental blocks. 

Developing a skill can be a lofty project, so break it up into little chunks. Don't expect to reach “master” status 

right away but focus on conquering each section, one bit at a time. For seemingly unquantifiable soft skills, 

assign quantifiable milestones to guide you. For example, if you want to cultivate networking skills, you can 

start by going to X new events and reaching out to X new people each week, and subsequently practice how 

you introduce yourself and pitch your ideas to others, iterate accordingly, and so on. 

 

3) Learn from the best 

One of the best ways to learn is to learn from the best. That's because you can understand from someone 

who's “been there done that” and get their wisdom rather than proceed unguided. Here are some tips: 
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Who are the people you know, who have experience in this area? Approach them for advice. Ask them: How 

should you build your skill in this area? Do they have any tips for you? What should you watch out on? 

Engage a coach. Getting a coach isn't cheap, but if you have the financial resources and you get the right 

coach, you can shave hundreds of hours off your learning curve. My clients, through our sessions together, 

have saved hundreds of hours and sped ahead in their goals, compared to if they had struggled and dealt with 

these issues alone. 

 

Get a mentor. Is there a senior in your company or your network of contacts who would be willing to mentor 

you? 

 

Study experts in the industry. Who are the experts in your field? Study them and understand what makes 

them so good at what they do. Model their behavior, while adapting it to fit you. 

 

4) Research 

 

Research to gather different insights and perspectives. The internet has made information more accessible 

than ever. Research via these tools: 

Blogs. Blogs have become the primary way we receive information. Use Google to find new blogs. Bookmark 

the blogs that look promising. 

Podcasts. In our modern world where most of our time is spent at computers, I find audio a refreshing way to 

learn. iTunes and Stitcher are podcast directories with tons of free podcasts, while Audible is an audio book 

portal (it's a premium service, though your first audio book is free). PE Podcast is listed on iTunes and 

Stitcher. 

Books. Books are great sources of information as they are essentially very structured forms of content, usually 

a collection of the author's best wisdom on the topic. Is there a library where you live? If so, head to the 

library and borrow books related to the subject. If not, hit the bookstores and check out their recommended 

books. 

Free online courses. Online courses has become a huge thing in recent years. Here are some free course 

portals, including from renowned universities:

5) Attend trainings 

Courses and workshops are great ways to quickly develop skills. Think of it as a concentrated source of 

information that has been organized into a 

structured program for your learning. Depending on the workshop, some workshops with a lot of activities 

allow for experiential learning, which means you get hands-on practice rather than learning through theory 

via reading. When you attend a training, you are in the company of like-minds, which gives you added 

motivation and social support in your goal. 
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When looking for a training, be careful to look for one with actual content and taught by a credible trainer. 

Ask for a breakdown of the course curriculum. There are many courses today that are filled with fluff and 

taught by people who are more interested in profits than in the teaching, and you want to stay away from 

these. 

6) Take action 

With all that said and done, it comes down to doing. Like I share in this article, doing helps you learn faster 

than simply reading. 

Earlier in the article, I shared that I built my coaching skills by reading up, taking a workshop, and working 

with people. The latter was the most crucial part of my learning process, for if I had never practiced by 

working with real people, I would never have known what are the things people need help in, how to best 

help them, and whether my methods work. This is something I mentioned in Are Coaching Courses 

Necessary To Be a Coach? — ultimately, what builds expertise isn't  theory, but practice. This is especially so 

if your skill has a actionable component. That's when you know how good you are, your blind spots, the gap 

between hypothesis and reality, and your areas for improvement. 

What Skills Do You Need to Develop? What is a goal you're working on now? 

What are the hard and soft skills needed to pursue this goal? 

Out of these skills, which are the core skills and which are the secondary skills? 

For your core skills, how can you start developing them? How can you apply the above tips? 

When can you start taking action on these steps? 

Start developing your skills and soon enough, you will see the rewards of your labor.

It’s is not just India but 

several other nations who feel the same about it and are also willing to cooperate with India and 

other nations to make it happen. Efforts in this direction have been there but little has moved till 

now. This article attempts to underline these efforts and also why nothing substantial has been 

achieved in terms of reforms of the council.  

The demand  of reforming the UNSC is longstanding one and has surfaced every now and then 

before dyeing down finally due to numerous hiccups and challenges that come in the way of any 

such attempt.  Undeterred the aspiring countries who wish to sit on the high table have attempted 

to join the council as permanent members sooner or later. Such demand and efforts keep getting 

made and of late several aspiring  states have come together to form certain groupings in a hope 

that this will synergise their efforts and put a bigger pressure on the UN to reform. 

There is a growing sense of disconent in emerging powers like India, Brazil, Japan and other 

nations against their absense from the high table and with the oligarchic nature of the council and 

its working. One odd member for its vested interest can stall an absolutely necessary action even 
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when the rest of the council has agreement.  This system of decision making is hardly democratic 

and is responsible for  paralysis of the UN and makes it pretty ineffective and unpredictable 

organization thereby diminishing its relevance and efficacy in restoring peace and order around 

the world. Over the years  this has gone on to make the UN unable to discharge its mandate 

efficiently. This had serious repercussions on global security and human rights over the course of 

its history. If world wishes to change this scenario the most significant step would be to make 

structural changes in the council.  

THE Security Council is the apex body of the United Nations entrusted with the task of securing 

peace and security around the world. That is why it is imperative that it goes on to be a bulwark 

for democracy, peace and security. However in spite of the enormous power that it enjoys it has 

failed to live up to the expectations of the world community. Great power politics, cold war, and 

veto system are primarily responsible factors for this. This is the reason why the need to modify 

the structure of the UNSC has been called upon time and again by voices both inside and outside of 

the un. This is why reforming the Security Council is all the more crucial. But that's not really a 

contentious issue as most of the states agree on the need to reform the council. What is really 

tough is to agree on what should be the composition of the council i.e. who are the countries which 

would compose the new council and what would be its form. Whether the veto system should 

prevail; how will the decisions be taken; will there be permanent and non permanent members 

and what should be there tenure. None of these has got any easy answers and there is want of any 

real agreement on any of these matters. The difficulty is not just that. Any initiative for 

modification of the current system has to undergo the same existing oligarchic system of decision 

making which explains little headway we have made in this direction.  In the present article we 

shall delve into these matters in some detail and also try to figure out the ways in which all these 

reforms can be affected considering the obvious bottlenecks that exist today.  

 

THE NEED TO REFORM- The need to reform the UNSC is not felt just because of the inadequate 

representation that it provides to the different continents or the new global reality of the 21st 

century but also the abject failure of UN to act promptly in crisis situations that warrant swift and 

decisive decision making as the current security council time and again gets paralyzed due to lack 

of consensus among the P5 due to the vestiges of cold war politics among the big powers leading 

to delayed and inadequate reaction to the crisis thereby losing precious time to act and mitigate 

the issue.  

Along with that the the requirement to have consensus among all these five permanent 

members(US, UK, FRANCE, CHINA and RUSSIA) and veto with each of them, it gets increasingly 

hard to settle any contentios issues as any one of them not agreeing is enough to derail the process 

and as interests of each of these nations is bound to be divergent at times and lack of any provision 

to bypass this in the charter makes it nearly impossible to resolve a deadlock and go ahead with 

the best course of action needed at the time to restore peace where decisive use of force maybe 

needed to check the tide of violence. All this leads to impairement of the council specially when it 

is needed most as only this body of UN is authorized to order use of force. This is the reason why 
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UN has failed many times to arrest the tide of violence and war from Africa to Gulf to East Europe 

and Asia a number of times.  

PAST EFFORTS TO REFORM THE UNSC- The attempts to reform the council began in only 1993 in 

post cold war climate of easing of tensions and thaw in relations between rival nations also known 

as detente. Several aspiring nations came together to put collective efforts so as to get permanent 

seats in the council.  The most prominent forum to press for the reforms was G4 comprising Brazil, 

Germany, India and Japan. They have been most consistent and vociferous about the need to 

reform the UNSC. However it was not the only one to lobby for reforms. There were a number of 

states who opposed the claims of this forum and instead put forth their candidature on a different 

ground. They have argued to give representation to all the regions of world instead of going for 

reforms of increase in the number of permanent members. This was named the Coffee Club. Later 

this group was also called 'Uniting for Consensus' and its members are Argentina, Italy, Pakistan 

and South Korea. Another lesser known group was of small nations called the Small 5(S-5) which 

also claimed their entry into the council.  

All these groups are not working in unison and rather are working against the interests of each 

other thereby making it even more difficult to arrive at a consensus for reforms. The regional 

rivalry and conflict like between Indo-Pak and Brazil and Argentina has only damaged each others 

case before the UN as instead of joining forces and building confidence and consensus among the 

members of UN it merely enfeebles the overall attempt to reform the world body in a agreeable 

manner  for the good of the world. Several chiefs of the un time and again come up with their own 

formulas for reforms. Important among those were Malaysian UN Ambassador who doubled as 

UNGA president Ismael Razali  during 1996-97, who advocated the formula wherein new 

permanent members without veto and 4 non permanent members had to be included in the 

council.  This proposal was  blocked by countries like Italy and Mexico who resisted inclusion of 

Japan and Germany in the council. 

 Next after a decade of indecison, UN secretary general Kofi Annan too came up with his own plan 

of the expansion of the counci in 2003. He set up a high powered panel to give suggestion of 

reforms which submitted it's report in 2004 where it recommended addition of 6 permanent 

members into UNSC without a veto and 3 additional non permanent seats. it also suggested an 

alternative plan where 8 four year renewable seats and one non permanent seat will be 

introduced. These proposals were debated thoroughly without however reaching a consensus. The 

African union however decided the first suggestion to be its formal choice for SC reform. And that 

became its official policy. 

THE WAY FORWARD- The major ground of the demand for reforms is the fact that council does 

not reflect the realities of the modern world and also it hardly adequately represents all the 

regions of the world with areas like Latin America and Africa being unrepresented and areas like 

Europe being overrepresented and much larger regions like Asia being underrepresented.  

For changing any fundamental provisions of the UN, like the size, majority threshold, composition 

or the veto it is required to amend both article 23 and article 27. This can be done in two ways. 

Article 108 of the charter has provision wherein anysuch change can be introduced when two 

thirds of the UNGA members and all the P5 nations vote in favour. Alternatively article 109 can be

also invoked which requires the support of two third majority in UNGA and 9 members out of 15 

in the security council to covene a conference of UN states where any amendment can be made if 

two third majority in UN General assembly and all the P5 approve. Article 109 has however not 

been invoked till now. 

It maybe said that generally, a higher voting threshold in any political institution, such as a two-

third instead of a simple majority rule reduces chances of a winning coalition being made. It 

increases in inertia or  "status quo bias".  Even after repeated attempts  to change the status quo 

has once in a while gained traction as their is a broad understanding in the UN that reforms are 

overdue however given these provisions of the Charter even after securing two third majority in 

the general assembly any move towards changing the composition of the council inevitably 

stonewalls into the veto power of the P5. This translates into a unresolvable crucible as no matter 

how much consensus is built in the UN about everything just one P5 member can veto the move 

and bring all effort to naught.  

To deflect any criticism for being anti reform the P5 have very deftly gone for carrying procedural 

day to day change in the working of UN instead of going for the much needed structural reform. 

They tried to improve efficiency and transparency in the body just as to avoid the issue of overhaul 

of the council which they have been reluctant always. 

One of the main bones of contention for any proposal for reform has been on the name of the new 

entrants.  There is no consensus on the names or the criterion of selection of new entrants. Several 

attempts from both inside and outside of the UN has been made although with little success.  In 

spite of the above mentioned bottlenecks in the path of reforms the regional and inter state rivalry 

as well as geopolitical considerations play the spoilsport in finding a mutually agreeable middle 

ground by the aspirant nations.  

CONCLUSION- Despite making some headway into the reforming of the UNSC there exists a serious 

lack of consensus  and trust among the members of the UN and also among those aspiring for the 

permanent seat in the council. The biggest hurdle is the system of veto alonwith the institutional 

hurdle in the form of UN charter with too high a threshold for any change. Hence the original 

design of UN itself is anti reform due to path dependency inherent in it. The P5 have been reluctant 

to let go their veto power or allow any new member to share that power and apart from lip service 

hardly willing to change the status quo as they stand in a privileged position in the world order 

due to the permanent membership of security council. Despite the gloomy prospects of any 

positive development in this there is a glimmer of hope because there is one instance when a new 

member was added into the P5 which is republic of China replacing Taiwan in 1971. So there is a 

precedence there where some change to the membership of P5 was done in the past so it can also 

happen again in the future if all the members realize the pressing needs of reforming the the UN 

and especially UNSC  has come now  and the world cant wait for this anymore. Therefore all the 

member need to rise to the occasion and work around the issues and constructively come to an 

agreeable solution which is good for the world community. If this has happened once in the past it 

can surely happen again.

provide housing, medicine and spiritual nourishment. Biodiversity conservation seeks to maintain life 

support systems provided by nature. There are many references scattered in ancient Indian literature 

emphasizing the conservation of environment. These references and descriptions go well with India’s 

cultural heritage which in essence has been conservational in approach.  

The Vedas are the best source of knowledge of ancient civilizations, and they are replete with 

instances of how learned men in those times devoted their lives to understanding the bond between 

nature and man. The very last volumes and annexure of the Vedas, which are also known as the 

Upanishads or Aaranyaks, also stress on the importance of prayer. For instance, the Mundakponishad 

states that meditation and deep thinking expands the human consciousness and that increases our 

productive capabilities. It implies that by adhering to these dharmic principles we uphold virtue and move 

closer to immortality. The Brihadaranyopanishad describes the creation of the cosmos. It says, “In the 

beginning, there was water everywhere. It is from this water that life originated. Lord Brahmha guided all 

creation and anointed Prajapati the King of all Gods. It was this Prajapati who then created the other Gods, 

who in turn melded the Life force into various shapes, colours and textures.” This description is carried 

forth in the Taittiriya Upanishad, where the verses state that the universal consciousness created the sky, 

the natural environment and man and that this one singular soul was imbibed by every single creature 

created. Thus we are all one. But perhaps the most significant verse, for the purpose of our present 

discussion, is one from the Brihadaranyopanishad that clarifies that this universal consciousness that is 

responsible for all creation is none other than nature.  

Rigveda especially mentions about environment on several occasions. A verse from the Rig-Veda 

states that “The sky is like father the earth like mother and the space as their son. The universe 

consistence of the three is like a family and any kind of damage done to any one of the three throws the 

universe out of balance1.” Vedic culture and Vedic scriptures reveal a clear concept about the earth’s 

ecosystems and the necessity for maintaining their balance. Another verse from Rig-Veda says, 

“Thousands and Hundreds of years if you want to enjoy the fruits and happiness of life then take up 

systematic planting of trees.” These verses carry a message to desist from inflicting and injury to the earth 

and embark upon constant a forestation for survival or else the ecological balance of the earth would be 

jeopardized. Rig Veda has dwelt upon various components of the ecosystem and their importance. “Rivers 

occasion widespread destruction if their coast and damaged or destroyed and therefore trees standing on 

the coast should not be cut off or uprooted.” Modern civilization is experience the wrath of flood due to 

erosion of river embankments everywhere and only tree plantations along river banks cannot prevent 

erosion.  

The Athrava Veda also mentions about the importance of the water and green plants essential for 

human existence. Although there was as such no concept of the word “Pollution” those days dust was 

referred in terms of “poisoning” of environment. The Atharv Veda recalls that three things cover the 

universe the air, water and plants and they are essential for all lives on earth to exist. “Plants and herbs 

destroy poisons (pollutants).2” Purity of atmosphere checks poisoning (pollution)3.” Some herbs purify the 

air. The fragrance of guru (commiphora Mukul) purifies the air and cure diseases4. Athrava Veda has also 

warned not to dirty and add toxic substances into water bodies as it may lead to spread of diseases. “He 
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who dirties or spoils ponds, lakes, rivers, etc. or cause smell near residential areas is liable to chastisement.” 

This is very relevant in the context of pollution of rivers and lakes and the resulting ecological diseases 

which the modern civilization is experiencing. Great significance is being attached to the peepal tree with 

respect to environment. The National Botanical survey of India (NBRI) Lucknow has identified about 150 

trees and herbs including peepal which are pollution fighters. They are able to intercept several toxic 

gases and dusts and also infuse the atmosphere with plenty of oxygen. Athrava Veda (12.1.11) hymn 

somewhere amidst deep forests reads. “O Earth ! Pleasant by thy hills, snow clad mountains and forests. O 

numerous coloured firm and protected Earth ! On this earth I stand, unsling and unhurt.”  

The Yajurveda too mentions about plants and animals the ill effects of cutting of trees and the 

poisoning of the atmosphere. but it also discusses about energy relations of the global ecosystem. “No 

persons should kill animals helpful to all5.” “O King you should never kill animals like bullocks useful in 

agricultural or like cows which gives us milk and all other helpful animals and must punish those who kill 

or do harm to such animals6.” “The oceans are treasure of wealth protect them7.” “Do not poison (pollute) 

water and do not harm or cut the trees8.” “Do not disturb the sky and do not poison the atmosphere9.” 

About the flow of energy in the global ecosystem the Yajurveda says the whole universe is full of energy 

in which the sum is at the centre and the ultimate source of energy for all living organisms on earth. The 

net energy flows from the point of production to the point of consumption through the plants, animals 

human beings, the air, water and land is completely under the control of almighty. While energy flow and 

balance is maintained in the universe yet some imbalance this causes several natural disturbances like 

untimely rain, heavey rain, drought and flood, warm winter and cool summer. “The earth provides 

surface for vegetation which controls the heat build-up. The herbs and plants having union with sun rays 

provide congenial atmosphere for the life to survive10.” Now global warming is an established 

phenomenon. The carbon dioxide build up in the atmosphere (due to burning of fossil fuels) and the 

global deforestation are major factors of global warming. The green plants (forests) through the process of 

photosynthesis works as a natural sink absorbing all the carbondioxide and help in reducing the warming 

effect. Green plants give out plenty of oxygen during photosynthesis and also directly absorb the solar 

heat radiation of the atmosphere to give out water vapour in the process of transpiration. The combined 

effects of the two process make the environment cool and congenial for survival of all life.  

The Upanishads are the final stage in the development of Vedic literature consisting of answers to 

some philosophical questions. The Upanishads sages perceived the existence of God in trees and other 

plants and those they were gifted to man as a companion for natural survival. “The God who exists in the 

universe, live in air, water , in fire and also in trees and herbs, men should have reverence for them.” 

Brihadaranyaka Upanishad11 equates trees with human beings as follows “ Just like a tree, the prince of the 

forest so the man is in truth. In the Taittariya Upanishad12 certain norms were prescribed for human 

beings to keep the environment clean. “One should not cause urine and stool in water, should not spit in 

water and should not take bath without clothes.” The Isopanishad has revealed the secrets of existence of 

life on earth and the importance of every organism for mutual survival. “The universe along with its 

creatures belongs to the Lord. No certain is superior to any other. Human beings should not be above 

nature. Let no one species encroach into the rights and privileges of other species.” These verses from the 
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Isopanishad uttered thousands of years ago is true and have become even more relevant today as the 

modern human civilization armed by the technological weapn made arrogant of his scientific knowledge 

and compelled by the every increasing greed for material achievement is systematically encroaching into 

the living rights of all other life forms on earth by using, misuing, explotiting and over exploiting the 

finite and scares natural resources of earth. The concept of ‘sustainable development’ which the modern 

environmentists are harping upon to use the natural judiciously for a more stable development and 

without impairing with the abilities of the future generations to use those resources and without 

interfering into their living rights was perhaps inspired by these verses of the Isopanishad.  

The age of Upanishads was followed by the age of the ‘Brahmans’ text which elucidated aspects of 

human nature like the thirst for knowledge wisdom, respect for others, gratitude and other conduct 

within human society. Once again people began directing all their energies towards social intercourse and 

the pursuit of happness, and became for removed from their natural surroundings. But the more people 

pursued pleasure the more society was afflicted with violence, unhappiness, hurt, pain and general 

degradation. Power structures fell into the hands of people who had no respect for nature, and saw it 

merely as a source of personal riches. People entrapped by greed and arrogance, began competing for 

these resources.  

The Pauranic literature belonging to 4th Century A.D. also contains messages related to the 

conservation of environment. In Narasimhapuran killing of birds for eating was prohibited. “O, wicked 

men if you kill a bird then you are bathing in a river, pilgrimage, worship and yangs are all useless.” God 

Keshava is pleased with a person who does not harm or destroy other creatures or animals (Vishnu 

Purans). The puranas also recalls the virtues of plants and trees and stressed on the need to tree 

plantations. “The inhabitants of a house which has sacred basil (osmium sanctum) are fortunate13.” “The 

Yama do not enter a house where sacred basil is worshipped every day14.” The Varah Puran says that One 

who plants a peepal, one neem, one Banayan, Two pomegranates, two orange, five mango trees and ten 

flowering plants or creepers shall never go the hell15. The practice of Vanmahotsava (Tree plantation 

ceremony) is over 1500 years old in India. The Matsya puran tells about it. Agnipuran says that the 

plantation of trees and creations of gardens lead to eradication of sin. In Padma Puran the cutting of a 

green tree is an offence punishable in hell16.  

Water management and associated tree growing has been the subject of ancient text. Tanks have 

been the most important source of irrigation in India. Some tanks may date as far back as the Rig Vedic 

period, around 1500 BC. The Rig Veda refers to lotus ponds, ponds that give life to frogs and ponds of 

varying depths for bathing17. Reference to the tanks is also found in the Arthashastra of Kautilya. The 

Arhastastra refers to the ownership and management of the village tanks in the following verses : 

Waterworks such as reservoirs, embankments and tanks can be privately owned and the owner shall be 

free to sell or mortgage them. The ownership of the tanks shall lapse, if they had not been in use for a 

period of five years excepting in case of distress. Owners may give water to others in return for a share of 

the produce grown in the fields, parks or gardens. In the absence of owners either charitable individuals 

or the people in village acting together shall maintain waterworks. No one will sell or mortagage, directly 

or indirectly a bund or embankment built and long used as a charitable public undertaking except when it 
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is in ruins or has been abandoned18. The earliest scholar to have commented on the relationship of tanks 

and trees in Varahamihira who described the detailed technical instructions for the tank constructions in 

his famous work Brihatsamhita. Without the shade of the trees on their sides water reservoirs do not look 

charming therefore one ought to plant the gardens on the banks of the water19. Commenting on the 

species to be planted on the embankments of the tank, after its construction, Varahamihira writes : The 

shoreline of the tanks hould be shaded with the mixed stands of Arjun (Terminalia arjuna), Vata (Ficus 

benghalensis), Aam (Mangifera indica), Pipal (Ficus religiosa), Nichul (Nauclea orientalis), Jambu 

(Syzygium cuminii), Neem (Mitragyna parvifolia), Kurvak, Tal (Borassus flabellifer), Ashok (Saraca asoka), 

Madhuk (Madhuca indica) and Bakul (Mimusops elengi)20. 

In conclusion it is clear that the Indian consciousness has always recognized the power and 

supremacy of nature. While things have changed for the worse over time and contemporary society is far 

removed from the environment, ancient India is a splendid contrast. Ancient civilizations respected 

nature, as reflected both by their lifestyles and the complex web of mythology and legends that have been 

passed down to us from those days. This love for nature coexisted with a deep reverence for God. At 

regular intervals in history, societies grew more complex and less intimate with nature. Yet each time that 

human kind forgot the power of nature, it was only divine intervention that prevented certain apocalypse. 

Today’s society, unfortunately, is neither nature loving nor God- fearing. We worship only material 

wealth and think nothing of exploiting our natural surroundings in order to increase this wealth. Today 

we are standing on the verge of another great cataclysm, but it is unlikely that God will intervene this 

time to rescue a people who have forgotten him and have discarded their traditions so completely. It is the 

need of the hour that we look back into our past and adopt the rich traditions that will enable us to live in 

harmony with nature. We must rediscover our roots, value morality and strength of character more than 

we value money and we must strive to follow the ancients path of virtue and righteousness, which will 

lead to God. The Mahabharata, Ramayana, Vedas, Upanishads, Bhagavad Gita, Puranas and Smriti contain 

the earliest messages for preservation of environment and ecological balance. Nature or Earth, has never 

been considered a hostile element to be conquered or dominated. In fact man is forbidden from exploiting 

nature. He is taught to live in harmony with nature and recognize that divinity prevails in all elements, 

including plants and animals. The rishis of the past have always had a great respect for nature. Vedic 

message is clear that environment belongs to all living beings, so it needs protection by all, for the welfare 

of all.

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E- Commerce Business in India and Customer Liability’s

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ABSTRACT- E-commerce has transitioned to become a multi-billion industry covering variety of 

goods and services – perhaps each     and every product is available online today. It has also helped 

the manufacturers, big and small to reach out customers in every nook and corner of the country 

bringing unthought-of logistical dimensions. This paper is an attempt to understand various 

aspects of E-commerce. For theoretical reasons, it rehashes what is e-commerce, its working 

models and its types based on operations. The paper dwells on hurdles in e-commerce that is 

further bifurcated into operational challenges and technical challenges. Aspects related to 

accounting and compliances applicable to e-commerce in India are also provided.

1. INTRODUCTION- E-commerce in India is growing rapidly and according to some estimates, it 

is likely to grow to 200 Billion US dollars by the year 2027. E-commerce businesses have 

immense growth potential which is evident from countless e-commerce businesses that have 

started in last decade. It is also estimated that e-commerce will grow at 27 per cent CAGR over 

next 4-5 years with online grocery as the biggest growth driver. E-commerce is also seen as 

solution to some of the policy challenges being faced by the country. Recently, National Small 

Industries Corporation Ltd. has launched an e-commerce platform in the form 

of www.msmeshopping.com for Micro, small and medium enterprises as a means of 

aatmanirbhar bharat. In simple words E-Commerce is “selling or buying of goods and services” 

over the Internet. E-Commerce is grown up version of traditional commerce in which the 

complete flow of transactions “right from selecting the product till the payment processing” is 

completed over internet. The scope of the e-commerce is unlimited. Practically every 

thinkable product or service is offered through e-commerce. E-commerce transactions in case 

of physical goods are supported by efficient supporting logistical infrastructure. At the same 

time many services are also being delivered over internet for speedy delivery overcoming 

physical barriers. In these times of pandemic, education and medical services are extensively 

using internet for delivery.  

E-commerce based on “their model of work”, can be classified as follows: 

i) Direct selling of own goods and services on the internet is the first working model in e-

commerce. In this model own goods and services are sold online though website or other 
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available means. For Example, A designer is selling designer clothes through own exclusive 

website. This form of E-Commerce is commonly known as E-Shops. Example of E-shops 

are microsoft. com, dell.com, puma.com, etc.  

ii) ii) Marketplace on internet is another model of E-commerce is another model. Here 

buyers and the sellers are gather on a platform – e market place - to buy or sell their goods 

and services. For Example, Amazon, Flipkart, Snapdeal, etc. where sellers can register and 

sell their products or services to the customers who visit that website. This form of e-

commerce is called the electronic retailing or E-tailing.  

TYPE OF E-COMMERCE 

i) B2B: In B2B (Business to Business) e-commerce, trade takes place between two businesses 

such as between manufacturer and wholesaler or wholesaler and retailer. For example, 

www.msmemart.com is a B2B market platform by National Small Industries Corporation 

Ltd.  

ii) B2C: B2C (Business to Customer) e-commerce means offering the goods and services 

directly to the customer. Examples of B2C e-commerce are flipkart. com and Spotify.com. 

iii) C2C: C2C (Customer to Customer) e-commerce brings customers together on a platform 

to buy and sell from each other. Examples of C2C e-commerce are olx. com and 

quickr.com.  

iv)  C2B: C2B (Customer to Business) e-commerce is a platform that facilitates customers to 

contact the businesses to buy the goods and services. Examples of C2B e-commerce are 

upwork.com and cj.com (Commission junction).  

HURDLES IN E-COMMERCE - Operational Challenges  

i) Product Assortment: Product assortment means picking the right product and services to 

offer to the buyer. E-commerce gives option to choose from countless alternatives but 

also limits the way of buying, that is by viewing the images of the products and reading 

the description of product and services. Hence product assortment is a new challenge to 

offer only those products and services that fit best to the customer.  

ii) Pricing Model: Best pricing is a strategy that will bring back the buyer to the website. 

But what is the best price? is the biggest question. E-commerce provides effortless price 

comparison option which makes “Best Pricing” more important to sustain in the market. 

Also, e-commerce refrains the right to bargain from the customer. Accordingly, Pricing 

Model should be designed in way that makes the buyer satisfied with the prices even 

without bargain.  

iii) Order Management: E-commerce had shattered the barrier of “time to shop” and 

nowadays one can go for shopping at anytime from anywhere. This brings another 
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challenge for the e-commerce is order management. Each order is important, and it 

should be delivered on time is the key to success in e-commerce but on the contrary 

order management is the also biggest challenge for e-commerce. Only way to handle this 

challenge is to treat “Every Customer as GOD” and treat every order on maximum 

priority without thinking about any other factor like order value, order volume, order 

margin etc. 

iv) Customer Management: E-commerce had made buying quite simple and easy for the 

customers. Customer is expecting services related to the product, delivery, refund, 

return, replacement, warranty, copyright, and other similar issues on priority. Highlevel 

Expectations by customers makes customer management extremely complex and critical 

task. The only way of customer management is “minimal human interventions” and 

“more automation”. 

Technical Challenges 

i) Data Management: E-commerce is largely based on the data collected during each 

transaction. What makes data management complex?  

• Size of data that becomes bigger and bigger as the business grows.  

• Dynamic Nature of data that will keep the data updated on real time basis.  

• Storage of data Structure which provide the data whenever asked for.  

• Sorting and filtering of data to keep only valuable data.  

• Backup of data to keep it secure.  

Data should be management in way that optimizes its size by eliminating all the non-useful 

information and stored in robust and secured structure.  

ii) Data Privacy and Security: Customer’s shares various personal data while transacting on 

e-commerce platform. Personal data is private information of the customer merely 

shared for completing such transaction. To keep customer’s trust intact each detail 

collected should be stored and processed in a way in which our own personal data is 

stored.  

Following practices should be followed to comply with the best practices or regulations 

related to data privacy:  

• Explicit consent must be taken from the customer for the data to be collected.  

• Notice must be given to the customer stating the purpose, use and time for 

retention of data to be collected.  

RISK ASSOCIATED WITH E-COMMERCE BUSINESS -Risk in intrinsic in every business so 

as in e-commerce. To mitigate the risks of e-commerce, first step is to understand the 

associated risks. 
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i) User’s Privacy: Customer’s data could be compromised even after having a secure 

database due to reasons like hacking, cyber-attack, security failure, and malware, etc. and 

could be used for spamming, identity theft and unsolicited marketing.  

ii) Data integrity, authentication, and transactional risk: E-commerce delivers the order 

only if the basic authentications like phone number and e-mail verifications are 

completed. But who knows that even after such verification the order placed is genuine 

or not, actual sale or not, payment will be received or not? Nobody knows until the order 

is successfully delivered there is always a question mark on the data integrity, 

authentication, and transactional risk.  

iii) Customer Loyalty: Customers are more loyal towards the brands not towards the e-

commerce services. Customer can easily switch to competitors because every e-

commerce provides the same product or services what customer buys. Then what makes 

the customer loyal towards e-commerce? An extra effort by e-commerce to retain the 

customer can minimize this risk in the competitive world of e-commerce but cannot 

reduce it to zero.  

iv) Product Warehousing and Logistics: “Committed to timely delivery” is one of the most 

satisfying attribute of e-commerce and to manage this e-commerce have to assume the 

risk of loss, theft, damage and many more associated with managing the warehousing and 

logistics. In case e-commerce does not manage warehouse and logistics than at every 

order e-commerce have to confirm the seller about the inventory and wait for seller to 

confirm the product as “ready to ship” and then fully depend on logistics partner to 

pickup the order and deliver on timely basis but even after so much struggle e-commerce 

cannot guarantee delivery on time. Hence risk associated with product warehousing and 

logistics management is directly proportional to guarantee to on-time delivery.  

v) Customers Charge backs and Disputes: In e-commerce rate of customer dissatisfaction is 

higher owing to the fundamental property of e-commerce i.e. no personal interface 

between the seller and the buyer which begins various confusions and misunderstanding. 

These confusions and misunderstandings give rise to disputes and charge backs which 

not just results in monetary loss but also the brand image loss.  

vi) Intellectual Property Rights: Photo’s, video’s, content, description, logos as well as the 

products could be copied easily or violate someone else’s intellectual property. 

ACCOUNTING AND COMPLIANCES  

ACCOUNTING-  Accounting of E-commerce companies are guided by the Accounting Standard 

issued by ICAI and notified by the Ministry of Corporate Affairs. Accounting standard 9 

“Revenue Recognition” and Indian Accounting Standard 115 “Revenue from contracts with 

customer” will be applicable for E-commerce companies to recognize the revenue. As of now, 
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there is no specific accounting standard issued by ICAI for “Accounting for E-commerce”. 

Recently, an Exposure Draft is issued by ICAI specifically for “E-commerce accounting” as ICAI 

proposes a comprehensive Guidance Note on accounting in e-commerce and cloud services.  

REVENUE RECOGNITION-  Service Sector: As per Accounting Standard-9 and Indian 

Accounting Standard -115, in case of selling services revenue will be recognized only when the 

services are provided and there is no uncertainty on the realization of payments from the 

customer.  

Further as per Ind AS-115, if a certain amount is received at the time of proving services for 

after support services like maintenance of software after the sale then revenue relating to 

support services will be recognized only after providing the support services.  

WHOLESALING AND RETAIL SECTOR (E-TAILING): - As per Accounting Standard-9 and 

Indian Accounting Standard-115, in case of selling goods revenue will be recognized only when 

the ownership/ control of the goods is transferred and there is no uncertainty on the realization 

of payments from the customer. In the case of sale of goods through e-commerce, an option of 

return is given which impacts the revenue of the e-commerce. Accordingly, there are two ways 

to book the revenue:  

a. Revenue should be booked after the expiry of the return period or  

b. Revenue should be booked after deducting the average amount of return. 

 

RECOGNITION OF CUSTOMER’S LIABILITY  

Customer’s liability means the amount that belongs to the customer until the service/ goods are not 

provided, but this amount cannot be treated as an advance in case the e-commerce is not the actual 

seller.  

For Example, an e-commerce platform is providing online digital content from a registered seller to 

a particular customer. E-commerce is accepting only prepaid orders. Till the time content for 

customer is not delivered by the seller, the amount received by the platform will be lying in a nodal 

account named as “Customer’s Liability”.  

When the seller transfers the content to the customer only then e-commerce platform will transfer 

the amount from Customer’s Liability Account to Seller’s Account after booking its service income 

for providing e-commerce platform. 

Compliances E-commerce is working under a bundle of regulatory requirements in India. Apart 

from the normal regulatory requirements that an e-commerce must comply with GST Act, Income 

Tax Act, ROC regulations if registered as a company, etc. following are the regulations specifically 

apply on e-commerce in India:   
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i) GST -TCS:  

GST-TCS means tax collected as a source as per the GST Act. As per section 52 of the 

CGST Act, 1% of the sale amount (Sale Price excluding GST) transferred to sellers should 

be deducted as GST-TCS and paid to the GST department on seller’s behalf.   

For Example: On an e-commerce platform, one of the sellers is selling handmade pen for 

Rs. 1000. While transferring the payments to the seller, the platform provider must 

deduct GST-TCS @1% i.e Rs. 10 and deposit the amount with the government on behalf 

of seller.  

ii) TDS:  

As per the Finance Act 2020, section 194O was introduced to impose TDS liability on e-

commerce operators. From 1st October 2020 onwards, every e-commerce must deduct 

1% TDS on the gross amount transferred to the seller for providing goods services 

through the e-commerce platform.   

If the seller registered on the e-commerce platform is an Individual and HUF, then TDS 

should not be deducted if the sales amount transferred to the seller is up to ` 5 lacs in a 

year provided the PAN or the Aadhar is provided. TDS Rate will be increased to 5% in 

case PAN or Aadhar is not provided by any seller.  

 For Example: One seller is providing tuition services through online platform to a 

student. After rendering the services by the seller, platform provider will transfer the fee 

amount to the seller after deducting TDS @1% if the total amount transferred in a year is 

more than Rs. 5 lacs. If PAN or Aadhar is not available seller, the TDS rate will be 5%. 

CONCLUSION- On such basis it is concluded that Customer’s liability means the amount that 

belongs to the customer until the service/ goods are not provided, but this amount cannot be treated 

as an advance in case the e-commerce. Traditional commerce businesses e-commerce businesses 

have their own nuances, advantages, challenges, and risks that run together. E-commerce has also 

entered the area finance in a big way. Banking services, investments, loans, share transactions, tax 

advisory and many more services are being delivered using internet. With technology moving 

evolving at stupendous speed and with the potential of Indian economy, e-commerce business shall 

continue to grow.

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India’s New Education Policy: Impact and Challenges

Abstract - Education is concerned with the physical, intellectual, emotional, moral and economic 
development of an individual. Education is the cornerstone of nation development. No nation or society 
can develop without education. Education not only helps in providing employment to the people but is 
also making a commendable contribution in providing new thinking and direction to the people. The 
committee constituted under the chairmanship of  Dr.K. Kasturirangan presented the new draft of the 
National Education Policy to the government on 31 May 2019. The government approved this education 
policy in the cabinet meeting on July 29, 2020. This is the third education policy in India after the year 
1986 which came into force in India. The objective of the new education policy is to make India a global 
superpower in the educational sector and to provide fair opportunities for education all over India, so that 
the quality of the educational sector can be developed. The aim of the new education policy is to make 
children aware of the importance of quality of education along with technology and creativity in India.

Preface- Every student of the country should develop basic literacy and conceptual understanding while 

developing their all-round development with their unique ability, identity, with this goal, the Government of 

India had decided to implement the new education policy in 2020. This action plan, described as 

multidimensional, was made keeping in mind Goal of the Sustainable Development Agenda 2030 adopted in 

2015, in which the Global Education Development Agenda is proposed. In this, it has been accepted to 

ensure inclusive and equitable quality education for all by 2030 and promote opportunities for lifelong 

education. Any healthy society can be assessed by the availability of accessible education system for the 

students in that society. The person who gave the world’s largest written constitution to the country, Dr. 

Bhimrao Ambedkar had struggled with the crisis of this system in his student life. Despite this, famous 

personalities of the world became famous for their deeds. In the beginning of the new education policy, it 

has been clarified that in this, flexibility, multilingualism, ethics, humanism, constitutional values, life skills, 

connection to the roots of Indianness, etc. will be adopted prominently. This is the reason that along with 

Indian languages, there will also be arrangements for the study of Korean, German, Portuguese, Russian and 

other foreign languages, so that a student can understand the global scenario in the respective language. One 

of the things that has been kept prominently in the formulation of the New Education Policy, 2020 is to 
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give knowledge of words, sounds, colours, shapes, numbers etc. to the children from class one. It is possible 

for a school to teach a lot of this to its students in a smart classroom in lieu of expensive fees charged by 

private schools, but it should be clear how the government sees this point in the midst of the dilapidated 

system of a government school. 

Now let’s talk about the beginning of important activities related to the New Education Policy 2020. 

The school curriculum has been changed to meet the changing needs of the present era. Literature related to 

artificial intelligence and financial world has been included in the school syllabus. The New Education 

Policy 2020 has given special emphasis on mother tongue and local languages. In many states, teaching of 

these subjects in local languages has been started on an experimental basis. Many more programs related to 

the new education policy have also been started. These include Nipun Bharat Mission, Vidya Pravesh, 

Diksha and Nishtha. The goal of Nipun Bharat Mission is to improve reading, writing and arithmetic skills 

in children and sharpen their learning abilities by the time they complete the third grade. Vidya Pravesh has 

been designed keeping in mind the children of class I. In this course of three months, children are prepared 

for school education. DIKSHA is a program for providing e-content. In this, educational material is being 

made available through the portal. Whereas Nishtha is a program related to the training of secondary level 

teachers. As far as the introduction of new education policy and related programs in the states is concerned, 

so far it has been started in only a handful of states. In most of these states, the ruling party’s government is 

at the center. Karnataka is the first state to implement the new education policy. The new education policy 

was implemented in Karnataka on August 24, 2020. After this, many programs related to the new education 

policy have been started in Madhya Pradesh and Himachal Pradesh too. 

Education Policy is taking a very clear and well thought out approach to the issue of language 

learning and medium of instruction, taking into account the results of scientific research on language 

acquisition in children. Children learn language through interactions with their parents, other adults, and 

children. It is quite easy for a child to learn two or more languages   at the same time if they interact 

regularly with the speakers of those languages. Recent research also indicates that it is best for a child to 

start learning a second language at age 10 if they want to achieve perfect grammatical mastery like a native 

speaker. 

These information about language learning by children, Dr. K. Kasturirangan Committee (Draft 

NEP 2019) and the Government of India to recommend continuation of the three-language formula adopted 

in the previous two education policies in NEP 2020, but also made two very important changes; First, that 

three-languages   should be included at a more early stage—during the basic stage at 3-8 years of age, and 

carried forward at an early age of 8-11 years—so that young children can learn more about multiple 

languages. Second, that the choice of three languages should be left entirely to the parents and students. 

 These recommendations regarding medium of instruction and language learning are aligned with 

one of the key stated goals of NEP 2020, ensuring basic literacy and numeracy for all children up to grade 5 

to correct poor outcomes in the ASER report . There is plenty of evidence to support the need for children 

to be educated in a language they understand until at least six years of age, but India has so far ignored this 

evidence. Many children today do not understand the language used as the medium of instruction in 

primary schools (whether regional or English), and their ability to learn is severely affected. This obstacle 
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remains with them as the teachers are continuously teaching beyond the initial reading. Very soon, within a 

few months, students fall behind and do not understand literacy and numeracy. 

The phases of the New Education Policy are divided into 4 phases. After abolishing the 10+2 

formula of the old education policy, the government is going to implement the new education policy in the 

formula 5+3+3+4. 3 years of free schooling and 12 years of schooling have been included in the new 

pattern of this new formula. It has been made mandatory to follow this formula by government and non-

government institutions. Let us know the four phases of the new formula of the new education policy. 

Foundation stage- Children in the age group of 3 to 8 years have been included in the foundation stage of 

the new education policy. In which 3 years of pre schooling has been included under which the language 

skills and educational level of the students will be assessed and the focus will be on its development. 

Preparatory stage- Children of 8 to 11 years have been included in this stage, in which there will be children 

from 3rd to 5th grade. In this phase of the new education policy, special focus will be on strengthening the 

numerical skills of the students, where the children will also be given knowledge of the regional language. 

Middle stage- Within this stage, children from class VI to VIII have been included, in which coding will be 

taught from the children of class VI. All the children will be provided vocational test as well as business 

internship opportunities. 

Secondary stage- In this stage, students from class VIII to class 12 have been included. Within this stage, 

multiple elective educational courses have been introduced by eliminating the academic curriculum from 

class VIII to XII as well. Students can choose their subjects as per their choice and not within a specified 

stream. Under the new education policy, students have been given freedom to choose subjects; students can 

study science subjects as well as arts or commerce subjects simultaneously. 

The New Education Policy-2020 will also fulfil the unfulfilled agendas of the old policies, in which 

their aim was to provide education to all and without any discrimination. The previous education policy 

came in 1986, which was revised in 1992. After the amendment the right to education became a fundamental 

right. For this the Right of Children to Free and Compulsory Education Act, 2009 was made. The New 

Education Policy-2020, is the first education policy of the twenty-first century, has been prepared keeping 

in mind the 2030 development agenda. Its objective is to make India a superpower in the world by 

developing it into a knowledge based society. For this, school and college education has been made more 

inclusive. The new policy has been designed to have a more flexible and multidisciplinary education system 

keeping in mind the needs of the 21st century. Through this, the special potential of every student can be 

utilized properly. 

The new curriculum has been designed in such a way that it can develop the intelligence of the 

child. The policy lays emphasis on raising the child on this basis from an early age. For this reason, instead 

of 10+2, the syllabus of 5+3+3+4 has been introduced. Under this, the curriculum has been designed based 

on the age of 3-8, 8-11, 11-14 and 14-18 years. With this change, children in the age group of 3-6 years will 

join schooling. This method is applicable all over the world and is believed to lead to better development of 

children. 
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In the new education policy, it has been said to make fundamental changes keeping teachers at the 

centre. Under this, such a selection process will be adopted, so that the best teachers at all levels are 

selected. In this whole process, the living, respect, prestige and autonomy of the teacher will also be taken 

care of. In the new system, emphasis will also be placed on the quality of education and accountability of 

teachers. In areas with very low literacy, the ratio of teachers to students is low. Teachers will be appointed 

there as soon as possible. We will use technology to understand the needs of teachers. Through this, each 

state will assess the need of teachers on a subject-based basis in the next 20 years. The appointments will 

be made on the same basis. In most developed countries, early schooling is imparted in the mother tongue 

of the children. The advantage of this is that along with the child, the parents also participate in his studies. 

The Right to Education Act 2009 states that the method of persuading and imparting practical knowledge to 

children should be in their mother tongue. According to the new education policy, the medium of 

instruction should be the mother tongue, local language or regional language in class VIII or, if possible, 

beyond that also. If it is not possible to do so, then till the fifth grade, every effort should be made that the 

medium of explanation should be the mother tongue. This arrangement will be for both government and 

private schools. On this basis, the central and state governments will be able to recruit teachers who know 

regional languages   on a large scale. For this, different states can also make agreements among themselves 

for the recruitment of teachers. In this way their needs will be met on the basis of trilingual formula. 

Board exams of class 10th and 12th will continue. But the method of examination and entrance 

examinations will be made such that the need for coaching classes will not be there. The student will have 

more subjects to choose from. They can study the subject as per their wish. The exam process will also 

become easier. It will be in such a way that even if a girl student takes a normal course on the basis of 

school education, she will do well in the examinations. He doesn’t have to put any extra effort to get good 

marks. To reduce the exam pressure, the girl student will appear in the board exam twice in a year. One 

will be the main exam and the other will be taken for improvement if needed. A National Assessment 

Centre, PARKHA (Assessment, Review and Analysis of Knowledge for Holistic Development) will be set 

up which will set standards and guidelines for evaluation of students and all recognized boards. A National 

Testing Agency will also be set up which will conduct high quality Aptitude Test and Common Entrance 

Test for various subjects like Science, Language, Arts, Business and Humanities. On this basis, entrance 

examinations will be conducted in universities twice a year. 

The vision of the new policy is to develop such an education system in which Indian traditions and 

values   get a place, the education system gives a glimpse of India instead of India. Its objective is to create 

such an egalitarian and high quality education system that builds knowledge based society and establishes 

India as a superpower in the world. It will be the responsibility of the National Curriculum Framework 

Committee to incorporate these issues into the curriculum. The “Knowledge of India” will cover the 

contribution of people from ancient India to the times of modern India. We have to understand that its 

success will determine the direction of India’s future hopes. This includes education, health and 

environment etc. In this, from the knowledge of tribal’s to local and traditional methods will also get a 

place. These methods will be included in the syllabus only after understanding them in a scientific way. 

These methods will include in the fields of Mathematics, Astrology, Psychology, Yoga, Agriculture, 

Engineering, Language, Literature, Sports, Governance, Politics and Medicine etc. Necessary changes will 
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be made in all the courses from the introductory level itself. It will have a glimpse of Indian traditions, 

beliefs and locality. It will also include ancient and contemporary knowledge of culture, heritage, lifestyle, 

language, psychology. The curriculum will have examples of stories, art, games, etc., which will incorporate 

an element of Indian traditions and locality. Similarly, courses will be made for the medical system of 

tribal’s, their forest conservation, traditional farming methods, natural farming etc. 

The role of the states has been given importance in the new education policy. No part of the policy 

shall be imposed without the consent of the states. The thrust of the policy is to develop such a public 

education system which can provide quality education to all. A separate chapter has also been included in 

the Education Policy on how to stop commercialization of education. Apart from this, many such provisions 

have been made, which will stop commercialization. All educational institutions will be audited as a “non-

profit” entity. If an institution earns extra income, then it will also have to spend in the development of 

education. A transparent disclosure policy will be adopted for all financial matters. The new education 

policy emphasizes on developing every language, art and culture equally. 

New Education in India: Impact 

✓ The biggest objective of implementing India’s new education policy is to enable the students of India. 

✓ Sanskrit and the ancient language of India will be given an important role in the studies. Sanskrit will 

also be taken forward in the field of IIT, as well as the students who want can study other subjects in 

Sanskrit language only. 

✓ The board exam will also be made very easy. Earlier, the students who used to think that at the time 

of board examination only the preparation of the board should be done after studying in two-three 

months, this system will be abolished, now students will have to study throughout the year and the 

board examination can be taken in two phases.  

✓ In order to make the studies easy, artificial intelligence software will also be used in the field of 

education to make the students understandable. 

✓ In the new education policy, it has been said to keep the medium of instruction in the mother tongue, 

local or regional language till the fifth class. It can be extended to class VIII or beyond. Foreign 

languages   will be taught from secondary level. However, in the new education policy it has also 

been said that no language will be imposed. 

✓ A target of education for all has been set up to the secondary level with 100% GER in school 

education by 2030. 

✓ At present, about two crore children living away from school will be brought back into the 

mainstream. For this, development of school infrastructure and establishment of new education 

centers will be done. 

✓ The new curriculum structure of 5+3+3+4 will be replaced by the 10+2 structure of the school 

curriculum for children in the age group of 3-8, 8-11, 11-14, and 14-18 respectively. It has a provision

to bring hitherto estranged children of 3-6 years of age under the school curriculum, which has been 

recognized globally as an important stage for the mental development of the child. 

✓ The new education system will have 12 years of schooling with pre-schooling and three years of 

Anganwadi. Under this, three years of pre-primary and first and second classes have been kept for 

the initial stage studies of the students. The third, fourth and fifth classes have been kept in the next 

stage. After this, the introduction of the subject will be done in class 6-8 coming to middle school. 

All the girl students will appear for the examination only in class III, V and VIII. The 10th and 12th 

board exams will continue as before. But keeping in mind the goal of holistic development of the 

children, they will be redesigned. A new National Assessment Centre ‘PARKH’ (Performance 

Assessment, Review and Analysis of Knowledge for Holistic Development) will be set up as a 

benchmark-setting body. 

✓ The emphasis will be on basic ability to read, write and add and subtract (numerical knowledge). 

Considering the acquisition of basic literacy and numerical knowledge as the most important and first 

requirement for proper learning, the Ministry of Human Resource Development (MHRD) in the New 

Education Policy 2020 laid special emphasis on setting up of a National Mission on Basic Literacy 

and Numerical Knowledge. has given. 

✓ The NCERT will develop a National Curriculum and Educational Framework for Early Childhood 

Care and Education (NCPFECCE) for children up to the age of 8 years. 

✓ No significant distinction shall be made between academic streams, extra-curricular activities and 

vocational education in schools. 

✓ There will be special emphasis on the education of the marginalized groups from social and economic 

perspective. 

✓ The National Professional Standards for Teachers (NPST) will be developed by the National Council 

for Teacher Education by the year 2022 in consultation with NCERTs, SCERTs, teachers and 

specialist organizations of all levels and sectors. 

✓ To promote innovation, to inspire innovative ideas, to coordinate action between academia and 

industry, and to strengthen laboratories and research facilities, the Uchchatar Avishkar Yojana was 

launched in all Indian Institutes of Technology in the country. 

✓ Under the National Institutional Ranking Framework, educational institutions are ranked by an 

independent ranking agency based on objective criteria. 

✓ The Global Initiative of Academic Networks scheme facilitates partnerships between institutions of 

higher education in India and other countries to harness the international talent of scientists and 

entrepreneurs. 

Thus changing the structure of the current teaching method, 5+3+3+4 has been included. As a result, 

a new complex will be created by including primary classes, which will create new standards in addition to 
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the existing school curriculum. Thus from the age of three, the child will become a part of the formal 

education system. This is the first phase of the education system. This education policy envisions a period 

of 3 to 8 years as the foundation stage before the start of actual education. During this period, effective 

teaching of values like physical and mental development, cleanliness, practical knowledge and co-operation 

is to be imparted through sports. The aim of the policy is to provide education for living, strengthen the link 

between education and life. 

New Education Policy: Major Challenges- Another aspect of the new education policy is very worrying. 

Regarding the appointment of school teachers, it was clearly stated in the new education policy that people 

especially those from rural background should come into the profession of teaching. For this, a four-year 

B.Ed course will be started. In the country, lakhs of people are still roaming, protesting on the streets 

demanding the compulsory to become BEd, BTC and other teachers. In such a situation, the government 

seems to want to postpone this question for some time perhaps with another new qualification. 

Five big challenges- The New Education Policy 2020 has gained momentum to some extent, but the path to 

its full implementation is full of obstacles. First, in view of the sheer size of a country like India and the 

diversity of its education sector, implementing any new initiative is like climbing a mountain. There are 

more than 15 lakh schools in India, more than 25 crore girl students and about 89 lakh teachers. The system 

related to higher education in the country is also very big. All India Survey of Higher Education’s 2019 

report has presented all the data related to higher education in India. According to the report, 3.74 crore girl 

students are pursuing higher education in India. There are about one thousand universities, 39,931 colleges 

and 10,725 independent institutions in the country. There are about one thousand universities, 39,931 colleges 

and 10,725 independent institutions in the country. It is clear that there is a huge scope for implementing the 

new education policy across the country. It includes various roles at the state, district, tehsil and block 

levels. There is a lot of diversity at the state and district level in India. Of course, creating a shared pattern 

of responsibilities and ownership status among all these characters along with the private sector is a huge 

challenge. 

Number 3.74 crore girl students are pursuing higher education in India. There are about one 

thousand universities, 39,931 colleges and 10,725 independent institutions in the country. Obviously, the 

exercise related to the implementation of the new education policy across the country is huge. 

Second, the entire exercise of achieving the goals of the New Education Policy is related to the 

capacity of the state. The chairman of the committee to draft the new education policy, K. Kasturirangan 

has also pointed this out. He is of the view that India’s education system is a victim of scarcity. Here 

bureaucracy prevails. There is a lack of necessary capacity related to new experiments or innovations and 

raising their level. Therefore, under the new education policy, a target has been set for radical changes in 

the education world. The internal capacity within the education ministries (at the Center and in the states) 

and other regulatory bodies is grossly insufficient to cope with such changes. Under the new education 

policy, the goal is to move away from the existing education system based on pre-determined materials and 

rote-rote techniques, towards practical education and education based on deep thinking. For this, a 

revolutionary change will have to be brought in the thinking of the people who run the education world. 

Along with this, it is very important to bring changes in the behaviour of teachers, students and parents. 
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Number three, the implementation and success of the new education policy will largely depend on 

the cooperation between the Centre and the states. Even though the draft of the new education policy has 

been prepared by the central government (based on the suggestions received from all the concerned parties 

including the state governments), but its implementation will depend on the active participation of the states. 

This is because most of the service-based education is provided by the state governments. While initiating 

all the programs related to the New Education Policy, the Centre will have to proceed very efficiently 

according to the principles of cooperative federalism and decentralisation. However, this whole exercise is 

not easy. The process of political polarization has accelerated in recent years. At present, the door of trust 

between the Centre and the states has been seen to be breaking. 

Fourth, the role of the private sector (especially in the case of the higher education system) is 

crucial in realizing the inclusive vision of the New Education Policy. Significantly, about 70 percent of the 

institutions (colleges and universities) associated with higher education are run by the private sector. About 

65-70 percent of the girl students pursuing higher education are taking education in higher education 

institutions run by the private sector. In fact, the private sector operating in the field of higher education 

brings with it the necessary financial resources and innovation. Governments and regulatory bodies have to 

consider the private sector as their equal partner in the entire process related to the new education policy. 

Simultaneously, working institutional arrangements will also have to be made to facilitate the contribution 

of the private sector. 

Finally, one important thing is that for the successful implementation of all the programs related to 

the new education policy, sufficient financial resources will be needed for the coming decades. In this 

regard, it has been clearly stated in the sixth that for the realization of the goals of the new policy, public 

expenditure in the field of education will have to be taken up to 6 percent of GDP. This is a tough 

challenge. At least it seems so in view of the promises made in the past and the actual successes. In this 

regard, we can take the example of the National Education Policy of 1968. In that policy also, it was 

recommended to allocate 6 percent of GDP for the education sector. However, even after so many decades, 

public expenditure on education has not been able to exceed 3 per cent of GDP. It is a strange irony that the 

year when the new education policy was launched, the allocation of education sector decreased in the same 

year in the Union Budget. The education budget of the Centre was Rs 99,311 crore in 2020-21, which was 

reduced by 6 per cent to Rs 93,224 crore in 2021-22. However, this year due to the Kovid-19 epidemic, the 

priorities of the government have changed. A large part of the country is struggling with the economic 

problems arising due to the pandemic. The reduction in the education budget is understandable due to the 

increase in the welfare expenditure of the government due to Kovid-19. However, to take the expenditure 

on education to 6 percent of GDP, huge financial resources will have to be juggled. However, the 

modalities of this entire exercise are not yet clear.6 

Low Enrollment Rate: According to the All India Survey on Higher Education Report 2018-19, the 

Gross Enrollment Ratio in higher education in India is only 26.3 percent, which is much lower in other 

developing countries relative to developed countries. 
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Political interference: The increasing interference of politicians in the management of higher 

education threatens the autonomy of higher educational institutions. Apart from this, students organize 

political activities in universities and forget their objectives and start developing their career in politics. 

Poor infrastructure and facilities: Poor infrastructure is a major challenge to the higher education 

system of India, especially the institutions run by the public sector suffer from poor physical facilities and 

infrastructure. Shortage of faculty and the inability of the state educational system to attract and retain 

qualified teachers has been posing a challenge to quality education for many years. A large number of 

NET/Ph.D. degree candidates are unemployed despite having a lot of vacancies in higher educational 

institutions. 

Inadequate research: There is not enough focus on research in higher educational institutions. There are 

insufficient resources and facilities to mentor students, as well as a limited number of quality teachers. 

Weak Administrative Structure: Management of the Indian educational system faces challenges such as 

hyper-centralized bureaucratic structures lack of accountability, transparency and professionalism. As a 

result of the increase in the number of affiliated colleges and students, the administrative workload of 

universities has increased significantly thereby reducing the focus on quality of academics and research. 

Problem of Quality: Ensuring quality in higher education is one of the challenges facing the education 

sector in India today. However, the government is constantly focusing on quality education. Nevertheless, a 

large number of colleges and universities in India are unable to meet the minimum requirements set by the 

UGC, due to which our universities are not in a position to make their place among the top universities of 

the world. 

Thus, there are many challenges in the new education policy, for which concrete steps need to be 

taken. Directly among the many positive and negative aspects of the New Education Policy, 2020, the 

policy-makers of the country should also include the current challenges. The condition is that despite 

having more than a hundred years of media education in the country, people start showing people involved 

in bloodshed with a well-publicized message. 

Conclusion- The New Education Policy 2020 is truly a revolutionary document in every way. The policy 

emphasizes on addressing educational issues and structural disparities, among other issues. It has a blueprint 

to make education comprehensive and accessible, keeping in mind the needs of India in the 21st century and 

to prepare students for future demands. Along with this, there is also a difficult challenge in front of the 

new education policy to deal with many problems of the education world. Certainly India wants to take 

advantage of its young population. At the same time, we want to use the opportunities that arise in the fast-

growing knowledge-based economy to our advantage. In such a situation, it becomes very necessary to 

effectively implement the new education policy. The new education policy is the garland of transformation 

of the country. This is the reason that despite all the challenges related to the epidemic, the Central 

Government, realizing its seriousness and purpose, has taken several steps immediately. Many programs 

related to the new education policy have been started by the government. This policy has been implemented 

in many states also. The process of adopting it is going on in many other states. However, the new 
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education policy has a long way to go. There will be a need for synergy and cooperation among various 

stakeholders, including the state, district and private sector. This is certainly a very difficult task due to the 

sheer size and complexities involved in execution. Along with this, the problems related to the weak 

capacity of the state and the availability of financial resources will also have to be overcome. India’s 

educational system does not accept new ideas and innovations easily. Therefore, concrete initiatives will be 

required on this front as well. However, the biggest challenge is to build a consensus on the sixth. States 

will have to be prepared to join such a program for the first time since 1986. In short, the success of the 

new education policy largely depends on cooperative federalism. For this, the states have to lead the reform 

process.

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The Economic And Social Factors Causing The Migration Of Rural Labour 

to the Industrial Sector 

Case Study of Large & Meduim Scale Industries  
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ABSTRACT- The subject of migration has drawn considerable attention from the economists and 

policy makers as well. Most studies of migration from a rural area have been concerned with people 

not living there at the time of study; hence many of their characteristics are undetermined. The 

migrants have seldom been followed up at their destination; hence the possibilities of return 

migration, and the details of 'pull' factors are often unknown.  

Keywords: the economic, social, factors, causing, migration, rural labour, the industrial, sector case, 

study, large, medium, scale industries. 

 

INTRODUCTION - In an economy where most people earn their living from the land, its 

availability must be relevant in determining most village's rates of emigration. A number of studies 

have shown a positive relationship between high man/land ratios and a propensity to migrate. But 

that is not the sole issue. What is important is that in general, and certainly in the context of the 

economics of migrating villages, the significance of land availability lies in its income generating 

potential. Poor quality of land, or a low level of cash - cropping either because of low demand for 

cash crops reduces income, or because poverty compels peasants to play safe by growing subsistence 

crops - means that low levels of income prevail.  

Inadequate access to income-generating land in a village also encourages migration. But the 

chance to Improve land may itself be created by. or expected from such migration. This may, after 

the event, suggest - in part misleadingly that cash cropping encourages migration. Bedford in a study 

of fifteen villages in the New Hebrides found a positive relationship between migration and the 

increase in cash cropping.  

The nature of relationship between the village and a wider economic network appears, as 

development proceeds, Increasingly to determine the rate of migration. The impact upon migration 

of rural-urban income differentials has become the focus of many recent migration studies.  

Some village situations encourage their inhabitants to seek work elsewhere during slack 

seasons only, owing to the ecological situations, agricultural labour demands are highly seasonal. 

Rural mobility generally increases in response to heavy labour demand at the time of harvesting; 
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labourers often take up harvest work outside their home villages. Such harvest migration was 

prevalent in nineteenth - century Ireland, and in the Mekong Delta in this century.  

At the other extreme, some migrants go away from their home villages for major part of the 

year. In Kanther Terang, Assam, for example, shifting agriculture (JHUM) provides work for only six 

months of the year, hence the villagers work as causal labourers in the town for the rest of the year. 

Such migration patterns are cyclic rural-urban movements.  

Growth of village industries and the occupational diversity that usually follows, 

createladditional work in the village, and can thereby reduce the impact on migration of factors like 

land scarcity, low land quality and concentration of land in a few hands. Migration from villages is 

affected not only by their transport links with other areas, which may facilitate and encourage the 

act of migration; but also by the extent to which the village is integrated into the urban network - 

the degree of commercialized farming and the general reliance on the non-subsistence, monetized 

economy which provide contacts and information, reduces risk and cost, and in general increases 

the disposition to migrate. Such a disposition to migrate is affected by historical factors. at both the 

rural and urban end.  

In the context of the village, the traditional (push-pull) distinction between village-based and 

town-based factors, which has been popular in trying to explain and classify rural-urban migration, 

is worth mentioning. Some of the push-pull factors causy rural-urban migration are discussed below.  

 

FACTORS AFFECTING THE MIGRATION  

 

(a) ECONOMIC FACTORS  

The migration due to lack of land in pre-industrial stage : The countries, which have not yet 

gone under industrial revolution and depend on agriculture for her livelihood, and who's population 

is increasing, face many problems like decrease in per capita availability of land, food, shelter, health 

services, and education. etc. Not only these, due to the decline in per-capita and per acre 

productivity and decline in employment facilities, people have to think to leave their lovely land for 

other places.  

A huge number of persons migrated from Europe to U.S.A., Africa and Australia to cultivate 

the unlimited land of these countries, later on they became the resident of these countries. The 

persons from kerala in India also migrated throughout the country due to the lack of land. Today 

also, the U.P. government has an open offer to landless people to come to Saharanpur district of U.P. 

and to have own land for the purpose of cultivation on nominal rates. They also provide the 

agricultural facilities to the people of this area.  

(b)  The push factor is directly related to population pressure on the land. The greater the 

dependency on the land (Agriculture), the greater will be out migration/emigration for the 
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livelihood and employment. The wage-earners have accepted lesser payment in India due to 

this push factor.  

(c)  Apart from the availability of land, migrants also keep in their minds, the availability of good 

climate and natural resources and its freedom of use, housing facility, healthy atmosphere 

and better socio-economic facilities (like education employment and transportation). This 

was the reason of migration from Europe to U.S.A., Australia and Africa. One third of 

Australia, today also, is barren, because it is very costly as well as difficult to cultivate this 

land.  

(d)  The increase in numbers of landless people and frequent famines also become major push 

factor for out migration/emigration from the area. Sixteen lakhs citizens of Ireland had to 

leave their land because of "great potato-famine of 1847", as potato is their main food.  

 

Migration due to industrialization the industrialization in a country increases the regional 

migratory flow and due to the increase in investment, more and more employment opportunities are 

created. Which attracts the people from the remote areas or from the areas where no 

industrialization has taken place. The place of industrialization attracts the businessmen, artisans 

and other persons from other states. 

 

Not only this, agricultural labourers also come to the industrial areas due to the facilities 

related employment, education, housing, etc., available in these areas. The specific characteristics - 

like regular and cash payments, working facilities, etc., of industrial employments, also attract farm 

labourers to these areas.  

 

(B) SOCIAL FACTORS 

Besides economic factors, social and cultural factors also play vital role in internal and 

international migrations.  

One of these factors, prevailing marriage systems, occupy important place. The girls are 

migrant for ever after marriage and have to go to the places where they are asked or accompanied by 

their husbands.  

The dissolution of joint family system also is major reason for migration from villages to 

towns. The old traditions are breaking very fastly. Similarly, after being employed people stay in 

cities for months together and they only, come to villages, for participating in marriages and 

religious functions.  

 

Rural people do want to settledown in cities after completing their education, as they become 

accustomed of the habits of education life and do not want to leave it which is not available in 

villages. They prefer to live in cities even at a meagre source of income. They prefer the freedom of 
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expression. They are admired/liked by people/colleague in cities, which is never found in villages. 

Thus, they prefer the recognition of their thoughts rather than static life of villages and move to 

cities. These are the reasons which attract any person interested in technical knowledge to leave his 

place for other place.  

 

Today, individualism is occupying great importance in the life of people, due to which 

escapism is seen in plenty everywhere. People, instead of controlling their wants or changing it 

according to their needs or conditions, prefer to change the environment or place.  

 

In 17th and 18th century, the greatest punishment for any crime was exile and sending the 

criminal to such a place from where he can not come easily. It was sometimes known as "Kala Pani 

Ki Saja". This was most popular in British Empirialism. Besides, the forced migration today is to 

avoid the punishment. It has been written by Thompson and Lewis in these words "The more recent 

forced types of migration are motivated chiefly by the desire to escape prosecution. In the recent 

authoritarian states people are forced to migrate abroad or are forbidden to migrate, according to the 

needs and purpose of the dictator".  

 

OBJECTIVE - The objective of this paper is to study the economic and social factors causing the 

migration of rural labour to the industrial sector.  

 

FACTORS AFFECTING MIGRATION OF VILLAGERS TO LARGE SCALE INDUSTRIES  

 

Out of the 427 labourers interviewed, 3O (i.e., 72.13 percent) were migrated labourers and all 

migrants were male. Migrated labourers were mainly employed in the large scale industries due to 

the larger scope of employment in those industries.  

It can be seen from the Table 1 that the respondent labourers preferred most to be employed 

in large scale industries in Saharanpur district, rather than staying in their native villages.  

In Gangeshwar Ltd., out of the 30 respondent migrants, 28 (i.e., 93.3 percents) migrated 

because of better employment opportunity and out of the rest 2, one each (i.e., 3.33 %) for better 

income and children).S education respectively. This was followed by Kissan Sugar Mill Ltd. in 

which. out of the 10 respondent migrants 9 (i.e., 90 percent) labourers had migrated in the 

temptation of better employment and only one (i.e., 10 percent) for better income in Saharanpur 

district. The same reason was also observed in case of Star Paper Mill where out of 100 migrated 

labourers, that were interviewed, 90 (i.e. 90 percent) labourers had migrated to get better 

employment in Saharanpur district rather than better income in their native places and only 10 (i.e., 

10 Percent). Labourers migrated due to the temptation of better incomelrather than better 

employment.

Similarly. in case of Indian Tobacco Company out of 40 respondent migrant labourers, 35(i.e.. 

87.5 percent) had migrated to get better employment opportunity rather than better income and 

only 5 (i.e.. 12.5 percent) has migrated due to attraction of better income rather than better 

employment opportunity. Last but not the least in the case of L.K. textile mill out of 110 respondent 

migrant labourers, 90 (i.e., 818 percent) labourers had migrated to get better employment in 

Saharanpur district rather than any other reasons, only 10 (i.e. 9 percent) had migrated to earn a 

better income in Saharanpur district rather than in their native place and only 5 labourers (i.e., 4.6 

percent each) had migrated due to other reasons like children's education and better medical 

facilities.  

 

FACTORS AFFECTING MIGRATION OF VILLAGERS TO MEDIUM SCALE INDUSTRIES  

It can be seen from the Table 2 that the respondent labourers preferred to be employed in 

medium scale industries in Saharanpur district, rather than staying in their respective villages.  

Among the medium scale industries, indana spices and food industry Ltd. accounted for the 

highest number and percentage of respondent migrant labourer.8 moving into Saharanpur district 

because of getting better employment opportunities rather than other economic and social factors, 

out of the 4 respodent migrants all 4 (i.e.. 100 percent) had migrated in search of better employment 
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opportunity in Saharanpur district, next in orderThe cooperative Co. Ltd.:and U.Y. Cooperative Co. 

Ltd. where out of 2 respondent migrant labourers, 1 each (i.e., 50 percent) had migrated to get better 

employment in Saharanpur district and 1 each (i.e.,50 percent) had migrated to get better income in 

Saharanpur district.

Out of the 3 respondent migrants. in Hakesh Chemicals only 1 (i.e.. 33 percent) labourer had 

migrated to get better employment, 2 labourers (i.e. 67 Rercent) had  

migrated to get better income rather than better employment. Similar is the case with Saharanpur 

Engg. Works, where out of 4 respondent migrants 3 (i.e.. 75 percent) labourers had migrated to get 

better income in Saharanpur district and only 1 (i.e., 25%) labourer had migrated in search of better 

employment opportunity.  

The reasons for migration in the rest 3 medium scale industries were more of social nature 

than economic. Out of the 2 respondent migrant labourers in Suraj Automobiles, 1 each (i.e., 50 

percent) labourer migrated to get better employment and better income in Saharanpur district.  

Similarly, the only respondent migrant labourer from Hari Kishan flour mill had migrated to 

get better medical facilities rather than better employment and better income.

CONCLUSION 

 

It may be concluded from the above analysis that the factors responsiblelfor migration from nearby 

villages around Saharanpur district were more of economic than social, more particularly, in large 

scale industries, the labourers had migrated to these industries to get better employment and 

income. This was due to the fact that they were tempted by the salary and permanent nature of the 

jobs in these industries. Although in some industries (particularly in medium scale industries) the 

jobs are not of permanent in nature, still there was assurance that the same persons would be 

aosorbed in the next year. So they preferred to work and stay in Saharanpur district rather than to 

go back to villages where there is little scope of getting work anIthus to maintain their livelihood.  
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Abstract : Self-harm refers to a deliberate act of harming oneself physically or mentally. Self-

harming behavior includes the act of cutting, self-injury, or self-inflicted violence etc. It is a 

recognized psychological illness that is not indicative of a life-threatening attempt. Any kind of act 

resulting to harm or hurt oneself is viewed as self-harming behavior. The people who cut themselves 

or self-harm are trying to get attention even though they do so in secret and may be crazy or 

dangerous, may have strong intention to end one’s life. It has been noticed that there are a lot of 

factors and their combinations which results into self-harming behavior. One such factor is ‘Socio-

economic status’ which depicts about one’s social and economic conditions. It is generally divided 

into three major parts i.e. low, middle and high status.  As a result, there arises an absolute need to 

find out if there is any particular group which is more indulged in self-harming behavior as 

compared to others based on their lifestyle, background, amenities, exposure, living conditions etc. 

which are the parts of one’s socio-economic status. The purpose of current research was to study the 

effect of socio-economic status on self harming behavior among adolescents. A self-designed socio-

demographic profile consists of 11 items was used to take the responses. The responses were taken 

from purposively selected 120 adolescents of Udaipur city. It was found that there is no significant 

effect of socio-economic status on self-harming behavior as well as there is no significant difference 

of type of socio-economic status on self-harming behavior. This research study is found to be 

exclusive and useful in terms of gaining knowledge about different socio-economic status and their 

relation with self-harming behavior among adolescents.

INTRODUCTION –  

Self-harming Behavior 

Self-harming behavior refers to the circumstances in which an individual attempts to hurt or 

injure oneself due to constant worry, trauma and anxiety in personal or professional life, regret, remorse, 

disgrace, embarrassment, failures etc. It consists of two types of behaviors: firstly, ‘self mutilating 
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behavior without suicidal tendencies’ which encompasses physically hurting oneself by cutting, intake of 

drugs, hitting, substance abuse etc. and secondly, ‘self mutilating behavior with suicidal tendencies’ 

which embraces life intimidating behaviors such as rigorous cuts, hanging oneself, jumping off from 

heights or in water, burning or shooting oneself etc. The earlier behavior gives a sense of contentment 

and pleasure for a short span of time whereas the later behavior leads to fatality. 

 Self-harming behavior refers to an act of persistently harming oneself that may or may not show 

an actual suicidal intent (Greydanus DE & Shek D, 2009). In other words, it is the intentional, direct 

devastation or alteration of frame tissue without aware suicidal motive however ensuing in harm intense 

sufficient for tissue harm to occur (Gratz, 2001). 

Socio-Economic Status 

Socioeconomic status (SES) is a measure of a person's overall social and economic standing and 

is often positively correlated with improved health. Given the strong positive association between 

socioeconomic level and health, socioeconomic status is a significant contributor to health disparity. 

Socioeconomic status (SES) is a measure of a person's relative economic and social position to 

others based on factors including income, education, and occupation; however, SES is more frequently 

used to illustrate economic disparities in society as a whole. High, moderate, and low socioeconomic 

status levels are often used to define the three possible positions that a family or an individual may 

occupy in relation to others. 

Adolescents and Self-harm 

In present era, one of the most stressed or pressurized groups of people to self mutilating 

behaviors are ‘Adolescents’ or ‘Teens’. It is due to numerous reasons such as biological (hormonal) 

changes, expectations from parents, family and society to perform as well as behave appropriately, peer 

pressure, competition, career selection, dilemmatic relationships etc. Adolescents generally lack 

awareness and experience to tackle the tough life situations and failure among any of such part leads to 

self mutilating behaviors which in the end may lead to bereavement. 

 Even when self-harm is not done with the intention of killing oneself, it can nonetheless have 

grave medical repercussions, even death. Women who self-injure frequently go to considerable measures 

to conceal their symptoms, much like women with eating problems, particularly bulimia nervosa. 

Therefore, it could be challenging to identify warning indications of a serious issue. 

Self-harming behavior or self-harm is mainly adolescent phenomenon. It does influence all age 

groups but studies have constantly revealed a peak in middle adolescence (Hawton K et al., 2012). The 
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majority of individuals who show self-harm are of age amid 11 to 25 years (Mental Health Foundation 

2006). 

Review of Literature 

Lodebo and his colleagues (2017) conducted a study to ascertain the relationship between 

parental socioeconomic status and adolescent self-harm, with a focus on gender and degree of self-harm. 

Registers were used to track 165,932 children born in Stockholm between 1988 and 1994 from the time 

they were 13 years old until they reached 18. First-time self-harm was used to define self-harm, and 

hospitalization was used to determine whether or not self-harm was severe. Parental education and 

household income served as indicators of socioeconomic standing. In order to calculate hazard ratios 

(HR) with 95 percent confidence intervals, Cox proportional hazards regression was utilized (CI). A 

connection between parental socioeconomic status and self-harm was found through analysis. The HR 

was 1.10 (95 % CI 0.97-1.24) and 1.16 (95% CI 1.08-1.25) for adolescents whose parents had primary 

and secondary education compared to tertiary parental education, respectively. Adolescents from lower 

economic groups were 1.08 (95% CI 0.97-1.22) to 1.19 (95% CI 1.07-1.33) times more likely to self-

harm than those from the highest income group. Only among girls was a connection discovered in 

studies that were gender-specific. Additionally, the association was abolished by restricting to severe 

instances. According to this study, teenage self-harm is more common in girls and is connected with low 

parental socioeconomic status. Children with poor parental socioeconomic status should be a possible 

target population for prevention efforts aimed at preventing self-harm. 

Page and his colleagues (2013) administered a research study which show that parental social 

mobility and childhood socioeconomic position (SEP) are related to later health outcomes in adolescence 

and adulthood. The Avon Longitudinal Study of Parents and Children, which followed 14,610 births 

from 1991 to 1992 to age 16 to 18 (n = 4,810), provided the data for this study. Using logistic regression 

models, it was determined whether parental SEP that was recorded prior to conception and throughout 

childhood was associated with self-harm. Separate analyses were carried out for those who reported self-

harm (a) with and (b) without suicidal intent. With less consistent associations seen for self-harm 

without suicidal intent, lower parental SEP was linked to an increased risk of offspring committing 

suicide-related self-harm. According to research, adolescents whose parents had continuously low 

economic levels while they were kids had a 1.5 times higher likelihood of participating in SH than kids 

whose parents had never reported having a low income. A higher risk of self-harm with suicidal intent in 
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adolescence is linked to lower SEP in childhood. Those who routinely have lower SEP are more likely to 

experience this relationship. 

Objectives 

Following are the objectives designed for current research study: 

• To study the prevalence of socio-economic status on self-harming behavior among adolescents. 

• To study the effect of socio-economic status on self-harming behavior among adolescents. 

Hypotheses 

“There is no significant effect of socio-economic status on self-harming behavior among 

adolescents.” 

Test Description 

In order to find out the prevalence and effect of socio-economic status on self-harming behavior, 

a self-designed socio-demographic profile has been created and provided to the participants to fill their 

responses. 

Variables of the Study 

Independent Variables 

• Socio-economic status 

Dependent Variable 

• Self-harming behavior 

Methodology 

Locale 

The locale of the present research is urban areas of Udaipur city, Rajasthan. 

Sample 

The sample will be consisted of 120 adolescents. Out of 120 subjects, 60 subjects with self-

harming behavior were purposively taken from psychologists, psychiatrists and mental health 

professionals working in different hospitals and clinic of Udaipur district. The remaining 60 adolescents 

were selected from the same school and college where selected adolescents with self-harming behavior 

study. These non self-harming behaviors subjects were matched on age, class and gender with subjects 
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of self-harming behavior. The age group of sample was between 13 to 19 years. Sample comprises of 

youth from both gender (Male & Female). 

Method of Data Collection 

Prior consent was taken from the selected participants regarding the responses to be collected. 

After rapport establishment, they were told about the purpose of the research. They were assured that 

their responses will be kept confidential and will be used for research purpose only. 

Initially, the purposively selected participants (120 adolescents i.e. 60 adolescents with self-

harming behavior and remaining 60 with non self-harming behavior) were given the socio-demographic 

profile. After giving necessary instructions about the responses to be filled, participants have completed 

their responses in socio-demographic profile in given time. 

Statistical Techniques 

The major statistical technique applied in the current research is Mean, Standard Deviation (S.D.), 

F-ratio (one-way ANOVA), Student ‘t’ test and the analysis was conducted in SPSS (Statistical 

Packages for Social Sciences), version 21.0. 

Analysis of Result and Discussion

Looking at the prevalence of socio-economic status, it was found that 21 adolescents (17.5%) 

were from lower socio-economic status, 86 adolescents (71.7%) from middle socio-economic status and 13

adolescents (21.7%) from lower socio-economic status, 40 adolescents (66.7%) from middle socio-

Conclusion related to F-ratio (One way ANOVA)

अस्ततत्व मनोववज्ञान के वबना संभव निीं िो सकता, वकन्द्तु मनोववज्ञान का अस्ततत्व सावित्य के वबना भी िो सकता िै। विन्द्दी 

सावित्य में मनोववज्ञान दो रूपों में  िमारे सामने उभरकर आता िै। पिला, वे रचनाएं जजसमें प्रत्यक्ष रूप स ेमनोवजै्ञाननकता के 

तत्त्व वदखायी देत ेिैं। दूसरा तवरूप उन  रचनाओं का िै, जजसमें मनोवजै्ञाननक तत्त्व अप्रत्यक्ष रूप से समावित  िै।

िै? इसकी जानकारी मनोववज्ञान से नमलती िै। मनोववज्ञान मानव मन का ववजशि ववज्ञान िै। मनोववज्ञान मन के भावों या 

मनोंवगेों का समुच्च्य, मनोववकारों या अनुभूवतयों का कोि िै, इन्द्िीं भावों, अनुभूवतयों, उद्वगेों की व्याख्या मनोववज्ञान में प्रततुत 

की जाती िै। प्रारंभ स ेिी मानव मन की अपन ेऔर दूसरों के तवभावों, गुणों, व्यविारों, संबंधों, प्रयासों, सुख-दु:ख तर्ा अन्द्य 

अनुभवों में रूनच रिी िै। मानव तवभाव स ेनचतंतनशील, तर्कशील एवं जजज्ञासु प्राणी रिा िै। अपने इसी तवभाव के कारण 

वि आवदम युग स ेिी नवीन ज्ञान-ववज्ञान को तलाशता रिा िै। जब मानव का ध्यान सवथप्रर्म जीवन और जगत् के रितय की 

ओर गया, तो उसन ेपिल ेजीवन और जगत् का सकू्ष्मावतसकू्ष्म ननरीक्षण एवं अवलोकन वकया और वफर इसके अनेक रितयों 

का उद्घािन वकया। इसके अंतगथत उसने आत्मा परमात्मा, मन, चेतना, ज्ञान, योग, समानध जैसे अनेक तवानुभूत तत्त्वों की खोज 

की उसकी इसी खोज न ेदशथन-शास्त्र को जन्द्म वदया। इसी दशथन-शास्त्र के अंतगथत जब उसने पिली बार तवयं मानव जीवन

 व्यक्ति के व्यविार पर सवथप्रर्म व सवाथनधक प्रभाव उसके पररवार का िी पड़ता िै सामान्द्यतः ववक्षुदध एवं 

ववघवित या असतंुजलत पररवार का उसके सामान्द्य व्यविार पर प्रवतकूल प्रभाव पड़ता िै। व्यक्ति ऐस ेपररवार में भय, तनाव, 

ववशाद, ऊब आवद मनोववृवतयों स े ग्रजसत िो जाता िै, जजसके कारण वि लक्ष्यिीन वदशािीन एवं असामाजजक िोकर, 

अजनबीपन एवं एकाकीपन का जीवन व्यतीत करने को वववश िो जाता िै। असामान्द्य-व्यविार के प्रमुख उत्तरदायी कारणों 

में मद्यपानता भी एक प्रमखु कारण िै। मद्यपानता से पीवड़त िोकर व्यक्ति असामान्द्य व्यविार का प्रदशथन करने लगता िै। 

इसी प्रकार लैंनगक दुबथलता, भाई-बिनों में प्रवतद्वंस्द्वता, कुसमायोजी या बुर ेसंगी सार्ी का ससंगथ और विंसा एवं त्रासदी जसैे 

अनेक कारण ऐस ेिैं, जो व्यक्ति के असामान्द्य-व्यविार को ववकजसत करते िैं।  

मनोववज्ञान शदद अंगे्रजी के साइकोलाजी (Psychology) शदद का विन्द्दी रूपान्द्तर िै। साइकोलाजी 

(Psychology)  शदद ग्रीक भािा के दो शददों साइकी (Psyche)और लोगस (logos) स े नमलकर बना िै। 

Psyche+Logos. Psyche का अर्थ िै ‘आत्मा’ (Soul) और Logos का अर्थ अध्ययन (Study) िै। मनोववज्ञान का 

अर्थ पिल ेआत्मा स ेजलया जाता र्ा, वकन्द्तु बाद में आत्मा के तर्ान पर आधुननक मनोवजै्ञाननकों न ेमन शदद का प्रयोग वकया। 

इसजलये मन के ज्ञान को मनोववज्ञान किा जान ेलगा। मनोववज्ञान के जसिांतो एवं मलू्यों का ववकास करने का िेय जसगमंड 

फ्रायड को जाता िै, जजन्द्िोंने मनोववज्ञान को एक नयी वदशा प्रदान की एवं इसे उनचत मागथ की ओर प्रेवित वकया। आधुननक 

मनोववज्ञान का जनक ववजलयम वुण्ि (Father of modern psychology) को किा जाता िै। इन्द्िोंने विथ 1879 में

मनोववशे्लिण का सामान्द्य अर्थ िै- मन का ववववध ततरों पर ववशे्लिण करना। मनोववशे्लिणवाद के जनक जसंग्डम फ्रायड 

मन की तीन अवतर्ाएं मानते िैं- चेतन, अवचेतन (अिथचतेन) तर्ा अचेतन।जिां चेतन का संबंध वतथमान और 

वाततववकता स ेिोता िै विीं अवचेतन न िी पूणथत: चेतन िोता िै और न िी पूणथत: अचेतन। इसमें वे सभी भाव, ववचार 

एवं इच्छाएं रिती िैं, जो  िमारे चेतन या अनुभव में निीं, लेवकन र्ोड़े से प्रयास के बाद िमारे चेतन मन में लौि आती िैं। 

अचेतन मन का वि  भाग िोता िै, जजसमें भाव, ववचार या इच्छाएं कभी तपि व सीध ेमागथ स ेचतेन में निीं आती, अवपतु वे 

तवप्न, सभमोिन, मनोववृवतयों आवद के रूप में पहुंचती िै, जो व्यक्ति के जीवन और व्यक्तित्व को सवाथनधक प्रभाववत 

करती िैं। अचेतन के भाव, ववचार एवं इच्छाएं अनधकांशत: कामुक, असामाजजक, अनैवतक तर्ा घृजणत िोती िैं। फ्रायड का 

मानना िै वक चतेन व अवचेतन की अपेक्षा िमार ेव्यविार पर सवाथनधक प्रभाव अचेतन मन की अनुभूवतयों एवं ववचारों का िी 

पड़ता िै इसजलय ेआकार की दृक्ति स ेअचतेन मन का सबसे बड़ा भाग िै। फ्रायड के बाद एडलर तर्ा युंग मनोववशे्लिकों ने 

भी अचेतन मन पर अपने ववचार व्यि वकये िैं । एडलर चेतन तर्ा अचेतन में कोई भेद निीं मानते। वे व्यक्तित्व के 

ववकास में दोनों को सिायक मानते िैं विीं सी. जी. युगं चतेन और अचेतन की सत्ता तो तवीकार करते िैं, वकन्द्तु नभन्न रूप में  

युंग अचेतन का वैज्ञाननक ववशे्लिण करते हुए, इसके दो भाग तवीकर करत ेिैं- पिला ‘व्यक्तिगत अचेतन’ और दूसरा 

‘सामूविक अचेतन’। व्यक्तिगत अचेतन फ्रायड के अचेतन के समान  िै, जजसमें व्यक्तिगत कुंव त एवं दनमत इच्छाएं रिती 

िैं। सामूविक अचेतन या जातीय अचेतन  का संबंध व्यक्ति के संतकारों तर्ा जातीय तमृवतयों के कस्ल्पत भण्डार स े िै। 

मनोववशे्लिण को फ्रायड पररभावित करते हुए किते िैं वक “मनोववशे्लिण ऐसी मानजसक प्रवियाओं के अनुसंधान की एक 

प्रणाली का नाम िै, जो अन्द्य ववनधयों की पहुंच स ेपर े िै, इसके अवतररि वि मानजसक उपचार की एक ववनध और इन 

वदशाओं स ेउपलदध मनोवजै्ञाननक वततुज्ञान के ऐसे संग्रि का नाम भी िै, जो िमश: एक नयी मनोवजै्ञाननक पिवत स ेसंनचत 

िोता जा रिा िै।”

पररणाम माना जाता र्ा। इस प्रेतात्मा स ेछुिकारा वदलाने के जलए मनोरोगी को अनेक प्रकार के कि व यातनाएाँ दी जाती र्ी 

और उसके सार् अमानुविक व्यविार वकया जाता र्ा। मनोववशे्लिण न ेइन मनोरोगों की पिचान की और इनका ननदान खोजा। 

मनोववशे्लिण न ेऐस ेमानजसक रोनगयों के प्रवत अपनी पूणथ सिानुभूवत का पररचय वदया और मनोववशे्लिण ववनध स ेउनकी 

नचवकत्सा करके, उन्द्िें सामान्द्य जीवन जीने के अवसर प्रदान वकए। अतः मनोववशे्लिण की इस अपार सफलता के कारण िी 

आज यि संपूणथ मनोववज्ञान का पयाथय बनता जा रिा िै। 

               सावित्य और मनोववज्ञान का अन्द्योन्द्याजित सबंंध रिा िै। मनोववज्ञान  सदवै वकसी न वकसी रूप में सावित्य के 

सार् गवतमान रिा िै। सावित्य और मनोववज्ञान दोनों एक जसक्के के दो पिलू  िैं। सावित्य और मनोववज्ञान व्यक्ति की 

बौस्िक सृक्ति िै। सावित्य की प्रत्येक घिना या विया- व्यापार बाह्य जगत् में न घवित िोकर, सावित्यकार एवं पा क के 

मानजसक जगत् में घवित िोती िै। अत: सावित्य सृजन और उसका आतवादन दोनों िी मनोवजै्ञाननक अनुभूवतयां िैं। 

डॉ.रामकुमार वमाथ सावित्य और मनोववज्ञान  के इसी अंत:सबंंध को तपि करत ेहुए किते िैं वक “मानव मन मनोववज्ञान का

मनोववज्ञान का प्रयोजन एक िी िै- वि िै, मानव जीवन को अनधकानधक सरल, सिज व सुन्द्दर बनाना। मानव- जीवन को 

संचाजलत एवं जीवन्द्त शक्ति प्रदान करने वाला यिी मानव- मन अपररनमत कामनाओं, इच्छाओं, आकाक्षाओं, भावनाओं, 

संवेदनाओं आवद वविय- वासनाओं का कोि िोता िै। इन्द्िीं वविय-वासनाओं की तृस्प्त एवं शमन के जलये व्यक्ति आजीवन 

संघिथरत िै। उसका यि संघिथ मानजसक ततर स ेप्रारभभ िोता हुआ, सामाजजक ततर तक पहुंच जाता िै। इस संघिथ में वि 

इतना र्क, िूि एवं वबखर जाता िै वक वि अनेक मनोव्यानधयों से नघर जाता िै। तदन्द्तर वि रुग्ण जीवन जीने के जलये 

अनभशप्त िो जाता िै। उसकी इन्द्िीं मनोव्यानधयों को जानने- समझन ेव उनके उनके उपचार के जलये मनोववशे्लिण की

हुए यि तवीकार वकया िै वक प्रत्येक व्यक्ति जीने की प्रबल इच्छा रखता िै। इसजलए उसमें एक ऐसी शक्ति ववद्यमान रिती 

िै, जो उस ेकायथ करन ेके जलए प्रेररत करती िै, लेवकन युंग का मानना िै वक जब मनुष्य की तमृवतयां मानजसक कायथ व्यापार 

वक चेतन मन में एकवत्रत निीं रख पाती और वे अचेतन मन में चली जाती िै। अचेतन मन में रिने स ेदनमत रिन ेवाली 

अनुभूवतयां एवं ववचार अिं को तवीकायथ निीं िो पाते, पररणामत: यिां भय, आशंका, मृत्यु जैसी स्तर्वतयां उत्पन्न िो जाती िै, 

जजसस ेमनुष्य का जीवन प्रभाववत िोता िै। पाश्चात्य ववद्वानों में ववशे्लिण की प्रवृस्त्त पयाथप्त मात्रा में देखने को नमलती िै।

Indian Economic Planning

ABSTRACT - India is a sizable nation with numerous issues that its people must deal with. The 

country was completely impoverished as a result of the British Empire’s nearly 200-year reign and 

resource exploitation. Except for "independence," there was nothing to be glad or proud of when the 

British left India in 1947. Before the Indian government, there were numerous challenges. There 

were issues with food inflation and scarcity in addition to severe poverty. Other significant issues 

affecting the nation included illiteracy, a lack of access to healthcare, a lack of infrastructure, etc. as 

an extended strategy. The solution to these issues was to "plan" for economic development. 

Keywords: Economic Planning, Labour Forces, Unemployment, Liberalization, Privatization, 

Globalization, Industrialization 

 

The process of economic planning includes following – 

 

(i)  Compiling a list of the problems the economy is now experiencing. 

(ii)  Reordering list according to priority. Number one should be the most urgent issue that needs to be 

addressed right away, and so forth. 

(iii)  The following stage is to determine which issues need to be resolved right away and which ones need 

to be dealt with over long term. 

(iv)  Setting a goal to accomplish intended objective. The deadline by which the issue must be resolved 

could serve as the aim. How much of the issue will be resolved in the initial time frame (For example, 

6 months or a year) must be made clear & so on, if issue is to be resolved over the long term. Second, 

the goal can be to reach a specific amount. The government may set a quantity objective, for example, 

in the case of production. 

(v)  Making an estimate of the resources required to reach the goal. Resources include money, people, and 

physical things, among others. 

(vi)  Another crucial step is gathering the resources. To arrange the necessary resources, the planners must 

be aware of the sources. For instance, if the strategy requires finance, the planners must create a 

budget and include all available funding options. When the government creates plans, tax money is 

one of its main sources of funding. A bank loan is one of the sources of funding for business owners. 
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When there are multiple sources of funding, the amount of money that will be acquired from all of 

these sources must also be determined by the planner. 

Another crucial responsibility for carrying out the suggestion for the strategy is the use of human 

resources. The task's planner must make an estimate of the sort of labour and personnel needed to 

complete it. This requirement should be well estimated at the onset. Physical resources should also be 

properly estimated and given. Physical resources include things like offices, cars, furniture, and office 

supplies. 

(vii)  Following the organisation of the resources, the implementation and execution process begins in a 

planned manner in order to accomplish the intended result. Periodic reviews must be conducted until 

the desired outcome is realised to ensure that everything is going according to plan, to correct any 

errors that may have occurred, or to adapt the working style to account for any changes. 

India created a five-year planning strategy to handle its many socioeconomic issues. The issues facing the 

Indian economy at the time of independence have already been discussed. In case you forgot, these problems 

include pervasive inequality and poverty ineffective food storage and agricultural output, a lack of 

infrastructure and industrial development, etc. Since it will take time to address these problems, the Indian 

government created a five-year plan, starting the first year plan in 1951–1952. Making a list of significant 

issues that needed to be resolved while taking into account the available resources and the ability to organise 

those resources was the goal. After five years, conduct an assessment of what has been accomplished and, as 

necessary, make corrections in the following five-year plan term. 

The great Indian planners P.C. Mahalonobis, Jawaharlal Nehru, V.K.R.V. Rao & V.R. Gadgil  are only a few of 

them. In 1950, Nehru, who had just been elected India's first prime minister, created Planning Commission, 

which had main responsibility was to make plans while taking the nation's resources into consideration and 

offering the best strategies for their efficient and balanced use. The first five-year plan (FYP) was created by 

the planning commission for the years 1951–1956. India had previously undergone more than 60 years of 

planning by 2014, with the completion of the eleventh and ongoing implementation of the twelfth five-year 

plans (FYP). 

The many goals of economic planning in India are created with consideration for its socioeconomic issues. 

Consequently, the following goals: 

1. Economic growth 

2. More people are employed 

3. Reducing Income Inequality 

4. A decrease in poverty 

5. Economic modernization 

6. Ensuring equality and social justice. 

Let's go over each of these goals individually. 

1. Economic Growth: To achieve economic growth, there must be a specific rate of annual growth in per 

capita income & real national income. Real national income is the amount of money measured at a certain 

price or at a fixed price. Income per capita is the term used to describe the average annual income of the 

population. Both per capita income and national income are said to need to increase in real terms in order to 
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improve each individual's/and household's society's overall quality of life. Since income is a measure of 

purchasing power, an increase in income will boost people's and the nation's purchasing power. People can 

purchase more goods and services to fulfil their needs when their purchasing power grows. The entire nation 

may pay for its imports, or purchases made overseas. A rise in real income also indicates that output has 

increased in both quality and quantity. Here, output encompasses output from several economic sectors, 

including agriculture, industry, and services, in order to meet the demands of India's expanding population. A 

rise in output must be attained annually. The economy must invest more money to build infrastructure and 

capital stock in order to raise output rates. Infrastructure consists of building projects, roads, railways, ports, 

airports, and telecommunications systems, among other things. Plant, machinery, banking, insurance, and 

other capital assets are included. Investment in each of these areas is important to produce real earnings 

growth in the economy is what the nation's planners aim for in every five-year plan while taking population 

growth, demand for goods and services, etc. into consideration. 

2. More people are employed: Employment is the term used to describe the participation of the working 

population engaged in economic activity that is profitable, such producing services and goods. As a result of 

the employment of production components that households supply, income is produced through the 

production process. You are aware that the four main production components are labour, land, 

business/entrepreneurship & capital. The households in the nation own these components. Since factors are 

limited resources that are required to generate services & goods, it is essential for government to establish 

possibilities for their efficient utilisation. The quantity of the factor resources that a country has affects how 

much it can produce. If these production factors are employed, the necessary amount of output can be 

produced. The output's worth can then be divided among the constituent parts as revenue in form of interest 

of capital owners, wages for labour, rent to property owners of land & buildings & profit of business owner. 

The requisite level of output and consequently money cannot be produced if the nation is unable to develop 

jobs available to profitably use the factor of production. Consider nation's labour supply as an example. You 

are aware that the country's population produces labourers between the ages of 15 and 59. Individuals 

working in the workforce as a percentage are growing annually as a result of population growth. Most of 

them have degrees as well. They will continue to be unemployed and underutilised if there are insufficient 

opportunities for employment. In truth, India has a terrible unemployment crisis. In addition to increasing 

consumption without increasing output, unemployment also contributes to a number of societal issues, 

including crime, poverty, and other issues. Therefore, the Indian economy's strategists made the creation of 

jobs a key goal of their five-year plans. 

3. Reducing Income Inequality: The people of India come from a variety of economic backgrounds. This 

implies that India lacks homogeneity with regard to income. While a huge portion of “India's population” is 

classified as poor and belongs to a lower income category, a small number of people are extremely wealthy 

and have high levels of income. Women, regardless of caste or religion, are the most severely impacted in 

terms of living standards, which is a big societal problem. Similar to how they are at the base of the 

development pyramid, members of scheduled castes and tribes are considered to be marginalised within 

Indian society. The uneven distribution of assets, like holding of moveable & immovable property through 

inheritance, per capita land ownership, etc., is one of the main causes of income inequality. The majority of 
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people in India are farmers and live in rural areas. But only a small percentage is large landowners, and the 

bulk is small or marginal farmers and agricultural labourers. Because they do not possess land on which to 

grow, agricultural labourers are defined as people who travel from moving from one place to another in 

search of work paying a weekly or daily income. Their lack of literacy and ability to organise themselves has 

made their position worse. Due to their low income, the next generation does not have anything to start with. 

In contrast, landlords receive higher returns from their properties and the property is passed down to 

subsequent generations due to the existence of the law of inheritance. Due to ownership and absence of 

private property, respectively, the rich stay rich and the poor stay poor in the nation. This inequality has a 

serious negative impact on India. Lack of purchasing power among the poor prevents them from supporting 

the market, whereas excessive purchasing power among the wealthy has led to a rise in wasteful 

consumerism. Inequality is the primary cause of the majority of social ills. As a result, our planners sought to 

lessen economic inequality through planning. 

4. A decrease in poverty: It is another important planning goal in India. More than 50% of Indians were 

living in poverty at the time of the country's independence. According to government forecasts, between 27 

and 28 percent of Indians will be living in poverty by 2014. In the lesson on poverty and employment, you 

will learn about how poverty is measured in India. For the time being, let's limit our definition of poverty to 

the circumstance in which a person cannot meet even the most basic requirements for survival. Many citizens 

of the nation do not even receive a square meal each day. One of the main causes of poverty is a lack of job. 

Uneven national wealth and income distribution contributes to it. Poverty is referred to as a "curse on human 

dignity," & it has significantly damaged India's reputation abroad. India is not taken seriously by developed 

nations because it cannot end poverty. To entirely eradicate poverty from the nation is sound planning. 

5. Economic modernization: Foreign powers have continuously exploited India, among them were the 

Mughals, who governed for more than 2 centuries, as well as the British, who maintained power for another 

2 centuries. The British particularly left the country in a state of acute underdevelopment and poverty when 

they handed over sovereignty to the Indian government in 1947. Due to historical factors, the Indian 

economy was unable to progress beyond its current state of operation. It continued to have a rural economy 

and a lagging industrial sector. Modern technology and technological advancement did not advance. One of 

the main causes of the Indian economy's poor industrial development and low agricultural production is a 

lack of contemporary technologies. Due to an underdeveloped industrial and service sector, it was a 

significant contributor to India's GDP during the independence period and for a long time following. Along 

with the population's lack of increased skill development & education, agriculture has continued to be 

favourably favoured in the occupational structure. As a result, improving human resource quality, extending 

the service sector & growing industries, are all important to changing the structure of India's GDP and 

reversing this trend. The economy can be modernised to achieve this. 

6. Ensuring equality and social justice: Socialistic societal patterns were another goal of Indian planning. By 

guaranteeing social fairness and equity for its populace, it can be accomplished. In actuality, achieving social 

justice requires achieving all of the aforementioned goals. To maintain social justice as well as a fair 

distribution of income, reforms must be implemented in a number of sectors by tearing down long-standing 

structures that have aggravated inequality and poverty prevented the development of the industrial as well as 
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service sectors, or caused low agricultural productivity. Therefore, the planners had the idea to implement 

changes to economic and agricultural policy in order to promote development and a fair distribution of its 

benefits. 

The definition of planning as it is used here provides a significant portion of the answer to the question of 

whether planning is necessary. There, we stated that planning necessitates a number of actions for successful 

implementation and execution. In truth, there are a lot of issues with the Indian economy. Each issue is 

intricate in nature and cannot be resolved quickly. Consider the issue of poverty as an illustration. There isn't 

a procedure that can solve this problem right now. To determine the amount of people who are poor and the 

reasons why they are poor, the government must gather statistics. The collection of data is an extremely 

difficult task in and of itself, especially given the size of India's territory and the difficulty of accessing many 

places. Governments are essential to create policies in democracies, following thorough deliberation & 

discussion, which takes time. Then, the two most crucial steps in resolving the poverty issue are the 

mobilisation of sufficient resources and the availability of resources to sustain the programme over an 

extended period. It cannot be accomplished without careful planning. Planning is also required to save costs, 

meet deadlines, and make the most use of available resources. 

Strategy is the appropriate course of action, procedure, or formula being used to reach the planned goal. No 

specific strategy was adopted during the 1951–1956 first plan period, but the Indian government did place a 

greater emphasis on agriculture because the majority of the country's population relies on agriculture and 

because there was a pressing need for a sufficient supply of food grains to alleviate the food deficit. The initial 

five year plans met with great success since it allowed India to embrace a long-term planning strategy because 

the desired growth rate was attained. Accordingly, the second plan era (1956–1961) specifically outlined the 

development approach. The plan was to put more of an emphasis on two things: industrialization and heavy 

industries inside it. 

The nation's industrialization agenda was chosen by Indian strategists as a whole and the establishment of 

heavy and basic industries in particular to address the problems related to unemployment, poverty, self-

reliance, economic development, etc. The following are justifications put up in favour of heavy industry 

strategy & industrialization: 

1. Given that there is only a limited quantity of land accessible for farming, India's population is overly 

dependent on agriculture, which results in overcrowding in rural areas, fragmentation of land holdings, 

pressure on the land, unemployment & underemployment. As population increases, the amount of land 

available per person decreases or disappears entirely. This has had a negative impact on agricultural 

production in the long run by causing inequalities in the distribution of land. The only way to divert the 

extra labour from agriculture to other industries and relieve the strain on the environment is through 

industrialization. 

2. Industrial rather than agricultural operations offer more employment chances. Therefore, industrialization 

will aid in providing jobs for the nation's unemployed. 

3. Industrialization is essential to the expansion of agriculture. Agriculture provides the raw materials for 

industries, and the sector needs industrial machinery and equipment including pump sets, tractors, power, etc. 
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4. The development of heavy and basic industries must be prioritised. Aluminium, iron & steel, heavy 

electrical, heavy chemicals & other sectors are examples of basic and heavy businesses. These sectors produce 

capital goods. Such businesses are essential to every economy because they process the apparatus and 

equipment required to develop other sectors that may generate consumer items to satiate consumer demand. 

Therefore, heavy industries form the basis of the economy. It is important to note that Indian government 

established the public sector to construct and administer such industries after adopting the heavy industry 

policy. The Bharat Aluminium Company (BALCO), National Aluminium Company (NALCO), Steel 

Authority of India Limited (SAIL) & Bharat Heavy Electrical Limited (BHEL  are a few examples. 

5. The expansion of micro, small, & medium-sized firms has received significant attention from the Indian 

government in addition to the development of heavy & basic industries. These sectors can be started by 

private individuals and are determined based on the maximum investment. These industries have the 

following benefits: they encourage self-employment while also creating new jobs; they make use of local 

resources; they lessen income disparity because they can be held by private individuals; etc. 

As was already said, the public sector owned and managed the heavy industry strategy's implementation. 

Budgetary allowances were granted by the government for the public sector to develop enterprises and build 

infrastructure. Over three decades were spent on the procedure. However, a government-run assessment of 

the public sector's performance revealed that, with a few exceptions, more than half of the units have been 

losing money. Gross mismanagement and labour issues plagued the public sector organisations. Finding all 

these shortcomings in the public sector came as a huge shock to the government. One of the main causes of 

the nation's lack of overall progress in the areas of industrialization, the eradication of poverty and 

unemployment, etc. was deemed to be the public sector's failure on a number of fronts. As a result, the 

central government released a new economic policy resolution in 1991. This policy's key characteristics are: 

Liberalization, Privatization & Globalization. It is also known as the LPG model of development. 

The Purpose and Benefits of Liberalization- Liberalization entails the government's removal of restrictions on 

the formation and operation of industries in the nation. Even though they were referred to as autonomous 

agencies, all public sector organisations remained virtually under the government until 1991. The 

government's ministries frequently interfered with how the public sector operated. It led to politilization, a 

decline in professionalism, and inefficiency as a result. By ratifying an agreement in writing, the government 

decided to resolve this issue by putting an end to political interference in the management of the public 

sector organisations. In accordance with this, management in the public sector will have autonomy but also 

be held accountable. 

Eliminating the licencing system is a crucial aspect of liberalisation. Before, any private person or group had 

to request authorization from the government before beginning any industrial operation. Prior to the 

applicable government department's door, there was a lengthy line and a frenzied rush to obtain a licence. 

Delays in obtaining a licence gradually increased under this method. Government employees began accepting 

bribes to have their files cleared. Such dishonest actions damaged the government's reputation. In order to let 

people who were interested to start their industrialization with no permission, the government agreed to 

abolish the licencing system in 1991. Only strategic enterprises like those in healthcare & defence, however, 

still need permission. 
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The Purpose and Necessity of Privatization- Privatization entails letting the private sector participate in 

industrial operations that were previously only available to the public sector, with the exception of nuclear 

defence and terrorism. There was no room for competition because the heavy and fundamental sectors were 

wholly governed by the governmental sector. Due to a lack of other businesses' rivalry, the quality of the 

goods and services declined. The main losers as a result were the consumers who did not receive high-quality 

products and who also had subpar shipping and other services. Therefore, the government made the decision 

to encourage and permit private sector participation into previously public sector-only domains. As a result, 

the private sector entered industries including civil aviation and telecommunication. The government also 

made the decision to sell a portion of the assets of some public sector firms. 

The Purpose and Necessity of Globalization- Globalization is a process in which nations around the world 

work to promote free trade in commodities, labour, services, investments, technology, etc. India is a 

participant in the World Trade Body (WTO), the central organisation for advancing globalisation. To foster 

competition, India's industrial policy softened its stance toward foreign corporations doing business there in 

1991. Additionally, it pledged to eliminating or lowering tariffs on the import of goods. India, on the other 

hand, also implemented policies to encourage exports. In order to allow international firms to collaborate 

with Indian firms freely and as owners, the government also permitted them to hold 51 percent or more of 

the total shares. Additionally, this will make it easier to introduce cutting-edge technology to India. 

In 1951, India's economic planning process was launched- As was previously said, economic planning has 

specific goals, such as achieving economic growth as measured by a rise in the per capita & real national 

income, eliminating income inequality, increasing the level of employment, eradicating poverty, and 

ensuring social and economic fairness. India had been planning for 63 years by 2014, when the 12th plan 

period began. Understanding planning's outcomes while keeping its objectives in mind is essential. Let's talk 

about them. 

1. Progress on Economic Growth- Economic expansion was one of planning's primary goals. In order to 

accomplish growth, it is required to raise per capita income, national income, as well as agricultural and 

industrial sector production. A comparison of many plans reveals that the first five-year plan was successful 

since it exceeded its aim of 2.1 percent national income growth by achieving a growth rate of 3.6%. With the 

exception of the sixth & fifth plans, the other plan periods, from the 2 to the 11 five-year plans, did not allow 

for the achievement of the desired growth rate in the national income. 

Similar to this, although the rate of growth has been extremely modest, per capita income has increased. As 

an illustration, the annual rise in per capita income was quite low at 1.2% throughout the first 30 years of 

planning. This growth rate has somewhat accelerated recently. Agriculture-wise, 51 million tonnes were 

produced at the beginning of the first phase, and 257,4 million tonnes were produced in 2011–12. The yield 

of other crops such as pulses and oil seeds, however, has lagged behind that of rice & wheat. 

The diversification of Indian industry has been a significant achievement in terms of industrial development. 

Transport and communications have grown, as have electricity production and distribution, and there has 

been significant advancement in the production of steel, aluminium, engineering items, chemicals, fertilisers, 

and petroleum products. 
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The per-person accessibility to consumer goods as well as other resources necessities has significantly grown 

during the planning period. Cereals, sugar, milk, eggs, edible oil, tea, clothing, and power are some of the 

products worth mentioning. 

2. Development of Infrastructure- India has made significant progress when it comes to building 

infrastructure. Road and railroad networks have undergone significant expansion. Domestic aviation travel 

has considerably increased. Increased irrigation and hydroelectric project development has increased 

agricultural output. Due to a rise in urban infrastructure, the number of towns and cities has grown. The 

internet and mobile telephone have both greatly increased the communication network. 

3. Change in Education- The advancement of education in India has been one of planning's most notable 

successes. The number of students enrolled in schools has significantly increased. In India, there are 18 064 

colleges and 378 universities, which is a positive trend for higher education. There are 10.43 million primary 

and upper primary schools and 1.52 lakh higher secondary institutions in India. 

4. Science and technology development- The advancement of science and technology, including the rise of 

the technical and skilled labour force, is another noteworthy accomplishment. The developed nations have 

taken note of India's advancements in space exploration. Additionally, it has had an effect on nuclear energy. 

India's reliance on outside specialists for advice has decreased today. On the other hand, it may now dispatch 

technical experts to a large number of foreign nations in the Africa, Middle East, etc. 

5. Increased Foreign Trade- India's reliance on the import of capital goods has paid off as a result of the 

nation's industrialization. Many goods that were previously imported are now manufactured domestically. 

India is now able to export manufactured and engineering items as a result of its industrial development. 

In addition to the accomplishments already mentioned, there are still numerous tasks that India's planning 

has not fully completed. 

1. The failure to totally eradicate poverty and inequality- India has attempted to end poverty for more than 

60 years, but has not been totally successful. Official estimates place the number of people living in absolute 

poverty at about 240 million. Rural areas experience worsening conditions. Many anti-poverty initiatives 

have been launched by the government. However, they have not had much success thus far. 

Similar improvements in the distribution of income and asset ownership have not been made, leading to 

inequality. When compared to the population of landowners, the number of agricultural labourers without a 

licence is relatively large. Some large industrial houses have benefited from the industrialization process. As a 

result, economic power and wealth have been concentrated in a select few. If India intends to attain fairness 

and social justice, this trend must be reversed. 

2. The Unemployment Issue Is Still an Issue:- India's employment situation has not significantly improved 

despite increases in revenue and output. The issue has gotten worse as a result of the population and labour 

force growing more quickly. The official estimates for India's jobless rate put it at 6.6%. Due to the failure to 

create the necessary number of new jobs each year, there is also a sizable backlog of unemployed people. 

3. Failure to stop the flow of black money and corruption:- In India, the widespread corruption that exists in 

many governmental offices is a cause for serious worry. The average person has a difficult time getting things 

done without paying a bribe. In fact, during elections, corruption has emerged as a crucial political issue. 

Corruption can take many different forms, including as offering or taking bribes, failing to pay taxes to the 
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government, influencing politics to get contracts, hidden agreements between sellers to raise prices, etc. Black 

money, which is widely used but not accounted for, is a result of corruption. The GDP of India has a sizable 

unaccounted portion. Inflation and pressure in society are caused by black money. Additionally, it is the main 

driver of income disparity because those who have access to black money benefit at the expense of average 

citizens. 

Conclusion- After India's independence, the condition of India's economy was very bad. The British had 

hollowed out India's economy. At such a time, the government of India was in great need of money for the 

development of the nation, whereas at that time agriculture was the main source of India's income. Gradually, 

after the formation of the government, the Government of India made an economic plan, only after which 

the wave of development started moving slowly in India. But then in 1991, India's economy faltered badly, 

for which India adopted the policy of liberalisation, privatization and globalization, after which there was a 

radical change in India's economy. In this way India's economy came back on track to a great extent. But 

even today black money, unemployment, etc. are prevalent in India, which needs to be curbed.

LGBT is not only about sexuality rather it is a point of view of the society towards sex and sexual 

preferences orientation; it is the study as what must be the factors that led people to adopt different sexual 

orientation and why some openly declare their sexual preferences and some conceal their sexual preferences 

and identities. Identity plays important role in the construction of social status. How society perceives one 

has been important from ancient times. It was the time when people were very much concerned their social 

status in comparison to the contemporary or modern scenario. LGBTs had not been given the due respect and 

honor in the society as they were considered against the set norms of the society because sexuality has been 

seen only in the form of man-woman relationship and if other type of relationship is there, it is considered 

wrong or forbidden. Hence, it was thought necessary by the authors to raise their voice and take up the issues 

related sexuality. Sex has always been considered as taboo and to talk about sex openly is not considered 

decent in Indian sub-continent compared to Europe or America. Since, English and American authors wrote 

the works related to homosexuality but Indian authors dared not to take up these issues for a long time. It 

became necessary to examine closely the socially constructed nature of sexual acts and identities in Indian 

society also.

In 

addition, it is important to understand that this theory is not predominantly about analyzing the binary of the 

homosexual and heterosexual. There is an abundance of identities in which Queer theory not only recognizes

Introduction-Literature is the mirror of society and society must be reflected in the mirror. Keeping in mind 

the same idea, LGBT writers tried to treat the issues to sex, sexuality, sexual preference and orientation which 

used to be considered as taboo. Being a taboo, it has not been discussed openly in different literatures. It was 

1960s and early 1970s which saw the movements related to same sex relations in the name of Gay Liberation 

Movement (GLF), Gay Activists Alliance (GAA) and other related movements for the cause of gays and 

lesbian who sought social freedom and rights. Before that gays and lesbian or same-sex relations or 

homosexuality remained closeted and the authors who tried to bring it to the public were blamed and action 

was taken against them. Ruchi Kumar argues regarding this as: 

Simultaneously, the changing legal codes affected social ideas of morality, including literature. 

Despite colonial oppression and strong resistance, however, many local-language writers persisted, bringing 

LGBT and queer characters into fiction as far back as the freedom struggles of the 1920s. Prominent works 

from that era included books by Urdu writer Ismat Chughtai, which explore feminine sexuality and lesbian 

themes in 1941 Bihar, and Pandey Bechan Sharma, who in 1924, under the the pen name Ugra, published a 

book titled Chocolate, a reference to the term used for boys who had relationships with older men. These 

books created much furor among the public and the literary community. Sharma was arrested and charged 

with sedition shortly after the publication of Chocolate, though many suspected his nine-month prison 

sentence was related to his queer fiction writing. Later, in 1944, Chughtai was put on trail for obscenity 

charges stemming from her short story “Lihaaf,” which depicted lesbian themes and was banned across South 

Asia. (Kumar)  

 It was the time which saw shift from body to sexuality as a discourse and culture. Sexuality is seen as 

an identity and it is the identity for which people live. Ruchi Kumar quotes the verdict : 

The first major step for LGBT rights in India came in 2009, when a Delhi high court revoked Section 

377, pushing the cause into the mainstream. In 2013, however, a judgment by a three-member bench of the 

Supreme Court set back progress by upholding the anti-LGBT law, an action that threatened the lives of those 

who came out after the 2009 judgment. This regressive move pushed the queer community and its allies to 

fight the law more aggressively, initiating stronger debates and discourse on LGBT rights in the mainstream. 

(Kumar) 

Like other identities, sexual identity is not disclosed and remained closeted. It was 1974 when s 

special issue on gay writing and politics got published. Sexuality is not seen as taboo no more and it becomes 

the part of literature which focuses on many issues and it becomes one of them. Queer literature gives space 

to the homosexuals who are considered as marginalized and oppressed who demands social justice and it is 

the need of the hour to raise their issue and it was raised not only by British and American novelist but 

Indian novelists who were writing in English and other languages.  
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To discuss the issues related to homosexuals, the term now commonly used is LGBT. All the literature 

related to gays, lesbians, bisexual and transgender fall into this category. LGBT literature seeks to analyze the 

dark world of their own which is not common and their problems are different from the mainstream society. 

Like other marginalized groups, LGBT is one them which is being marginalized and is not considered as part 

of the mainstream. Homosexuals are treated as ‘others’ and not given respect due to their physiology and 

sexual orientations. LGBT literature seeks to give them space and discuss the problems from their point of 

view as what are the circumstances that led them to perform in different ways. Ruchi Kumar argues : 

Today, LGBT literary makers and readers alike agree that literature representing the LGBT 

community in India is making strides. “There is interest in creating new content targeted towards LGBT 

consumers, but in the regular books and movies, there has been very little change in how LGBT characters 

are represented,” Juneja points out. She urges publishers and content creators to embrace the changes and 

evolve with them. “Don’t limit us and slot us in one box or category. LGBT stories don’t have to only be a 

genre on its own, but can intersect with so many other [forms of] literature,” she says.  

Akansha also hopes that the 2018 decriminalization will encourage more publishers and content 

creators to explore characters that reflect South Asian queer identities. “Unfortunately, when we talk to my 

generation, a lot of our information and understanding of sexuality comes from the American pop culture 

that we’ve been raised on,” she says. “It is always a welcome and refreshing change watching characters that 

we can relate to and, in many ways, help the movement that is still fighting for social acceptance.” (Kumar)  

 Queer studies intersect with postcolonialism as it is concerned with women studies also. To study the 

works related to LGBT, one needs to understand that somewhere the people of different sexual preferences 

are considered as marginalized in the main stream society. It is not about looking at the way people indulge in 

sex with each other rather it is required as why people have different sexual relationships other than 

heterosexual relationships.   

 While going through the homosexuality, many factors come light regarding the different sexual 

orientation and preferences. Class is also one of the factors which describe sexuality and behind class there 

comes the economic condition which defines and determines the class. There is hegemony of sex over the 

economic and social conditions. All the homosexuals are not only because of their preferences rather their 

economic conditions forced them to be of different sexual preference.    

It would not be out of place to discuss some other works related to LGBT. Unlike today, it was only 

hinted and used in disguise to show the relationship between same-sex. Some of the works are as follows. 

Eminent Outlaws: The Gay Writers Who Changed America by Christopher Bram and the more 

academic The Cambridge History of Gay and Lesbian Literature are two important works related to LGBT.  

Joseph and His Friend: A Story of Pennsylvania by Bayard Taylor (1870) probably the earliest gay 

novel published in USA. This novel describes the relationship between two men.

Imre: A Memorandum by Xavier Mayne (1906) is an early novel about the two men of 30 years old 

and another 25 year old. There is portrayal of sympathetic gay love who met in a café. 

The Counterfeiters by André Gide (1925) is considered as the book that paved the way for post-

modern by fiction because of its complex and multiple plots. It is about the gay characters and their 

relationships. 

The Western Shore by Clarkson Crane (1925) is about gay university life, which is full of 

heterosexual romances and sports. It came out from the experiences of the Crane who attended Berkeley. 

The Well of Loneliness by Radclyffe Hall (1928) remained in controversies for portraying 

lesbianism. It story revolves round and Englishwoman finds love with same sex while serving as a driver.  

Orlando: A Biography by Virginia Woolf (1928) is related to gender. It is about the adventures of a 

poet who meets historical figures by changing his sex. 

Strange Brother by Blair Niles (1931) is about the relationship between a gay man and a heterosexual 

woman. It also highlights the many issues that people face while revealing their sexuality. 

The Scarlet Pansy by Robert Scully (1932) is about the character Fay who is a man but referred as 

‘her’ throughout the novel because of feminine qualities and preferences. Fay had encounters at the 

nightclubs and street life.  

Better Angel / Torment by Richard Meeker (1933) deals with the experiences of a young man’s gay 

awakening who finds homosexuality rewarding than tragic. 

Nightwood by Djuna Barnes (1936) is an example of early novel based on the theme of lesbianism 

and was critically acclaimed.  

Two Serious Ladies by Jane Bowles (1943) is about two women who leave their traditional lives. 

Quatrefoil by James Barr / James W. Fugaté (1950) portrays gay men in positive light as two men 

become lovers.  

The Price of Salt / Carol by Patricia Highsmith (1952) is a novel concerned with the lesbian 

relationship of two women. 

A Room in Chelsea Square by Michael Nelson (1958) based on real people and takes the issue of 

homosexuality. It is about the poet Stephen Spender.  

The Keval and Other Gay Adventures by Harry Otis (1959) is about the organization that promotes 

homosexual literature through its periodical named ONE and other ventures. 

Desert of the Heart by Jane Rule (1964) deals with the lesbian relationship of two women which 

later becomes complicated.  

Mrs. Stevens Hears the Mermaids Singing by May Sarton (1965) deals with the difficulties that the 

writer faced after revealing her own homosexuality. 

The Lord Won’t Mind by Gordon Merrick (1970) a popular gay novel, listed as bestseller in New 

York bestseller list in 1970. This novel is about the love story of two men Charlie Mills and Peter Martin.  

Maurice by E.M. Forster (1971) written in 1913 and 1914, but got published after Forster’s death. 

This novel deals with the story of homosexual love in the early 20th century.  

Conclusion- The term LGBT is nowadays appropriate for the literary description of homosexuals. Before the 

19th century, sexuality and homosexuality were seen in a very bad view and people also considered it wrong 
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to talk on this subject, but nowadays the time has changed. Homosexuality has got legal recognition. Now 

people openly talk about it.
